CALL TO ORDER:
Mrs. Garry called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Nancy Hayes with Yellow Cab re: illegal cab drivers in New Albany 
Ms. Hayes addressed the board and explained that she is a taxi driver for Yellow Cab and stated that she has some issues on the cab service in general. She explained that there are a lot of cab services operating in New Albany charging a Kentucky rate and they are not licensed and she is concerned that nothing is being done to enforce this. She stated that they have schools closing and budget issues and they are losing money to these KY drivers. She explained that Ready Cab has a driver named Billy Tbolt who is passing out coupons for services and he isn’t licensed to operate in New Albany.
Mrs. Garry stated that she will speak to Mrs. Wisman again about this issue as well as the Police Department. 

Chief Bailey asked her to give the information to Major Knight so that they can have the information available to them. 

Item #2 - Keith Finch re: Closing sidewalks in front of 147 thru 151 E. Main St., to paint front of buildings. 
Mr. French addressed the board and asked to close the sidewalk in front of 147-151 Main Street to paint the front of the buildings as soon as they can give him approval. 

Mrs. Garry asked what the buildings are

Mr. French stated that there is nothing in the buildings right now but they are redoing the inside and out for new businesses. 

Mrs. Garry stated that they need specific days and times that he would want it to be closed. 

Mr. French stated that he would like to have 8 hour increments on days that weather permits. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve with the stipulation that he calls the city and lets them know which days, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 


Item #3 - David Jolley re: Closing 18th and Water St. 10/26/2010 thru 4/2011 for the Greenway Project. 
Mr. Jolley addressed the board and stated that they are in a time crunch since the weather is getting cooler. He stated that he is with TJC and it is time to close down the intersection where they are going to build the parking lot and they would like to get started today. 

Mrs. Garry asked Chief Bailey if this would cause a public safety problem. 

Chief Bailey stated that there wouldn’t be any public safety issues but he would be concerned with Fire Runs. 

Mr. Jolley stated that they will still have access to the yacht club
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second with the stipulation that they contact Mr. Thompson to let him know they approved this closure, all voted in favor
