
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 8, 2011 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mrs. Garry called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Tom Schellenberg, Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz: Traffic improvements for Oriole Drive and Korb Avenue.
Mr. Denison stated that they had a call from a resident and they have had a hand full of accidents there so they have asked Mr. Schellenberg to take a look at the area and come up with some solutions to possibly help this issue. 

Item #2 - Dustin Stocksdale for Best Cab re: acquiring a license to run a taxi service in New Albany 
Chad Sprigler stated that they currently have an office at 210 Main Street and 4 cars in use and they would like to petition the board for a permit to have their business in New Albany. 

Ms. Milburn explained that they were unaware that they had to come before the Board of Works in order to obtain a permit and as soon as they realized their error they filled out the proper paperwork and got on the agenda to come to the meeting. 
Mrs. Garry asked Mr. Sprigler to leave their paperwork for the board to go over. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to take this under advisement until the next meeting, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - MAC Construction re:  work on Grant Line Road between McDonald Lane to Mt. Tabor

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

David Thrasher 205 E. Market explained that he is getting ready to do a city-wide promotion for downtown and part of it involves some public art. He stated that it is called “Fork in the Road” and it is to promote local restaurants and there will be a fork painted in front of each business that participates. He stated that they would like to get started as soon as possible. 
Mr. Denison stated that they have met with the businesses downtown and they are very excited, but the board will have to discuss the paint and the aesthetics. He suggested that they table this item and then keep it on the agenda for next week to work out the details. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to table the item until next week, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Jim Silliman explained that he is here regarding the East Spring Street Neighborhood Project and the rehabilitation of 11th and E. 13th Street and stated that there are 8-10 tree removals and more going in for this rehabilitation project. He stated that they are requesting permission from the board to get approval for the removals and explained that there are two trees in question on 11th Street that the resident doesn’t want to come down and they will have Greg Mills go out and take a look at. 

Mr. Streips stated that the Tree Board did approve the removal of these trees based on the recommendation of the City’s Arborist, Greg Mills. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to uphold the decision of the Tree Board and Mr. Mills taking a look at the two trees in questions, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Schellenberg explained that they were asked to investigate the Woodmont & Carriage Lane intersection. He stated that they have taken a traffic count and speed study,  and based on the traffic information they have received the average speed is 66mph and the 85% is 32mph so it would be best to design something to accommodate that 85%. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the possible issues with the project and how they intend to proceed. 
Mr. Denison asked that this be put on the agenda for next week to bring back a more detailed plan.
