CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Karen Gillenwater re: 2012 Public Art Project Right-of-Way Agreement
Ms. Gillenwater addressed the board and explained that the public art project has been really well received and thanked the board for all of their support. She stated that they would like to get permission to use another site for 2012 and presented the board with a diagram for the proposed site. She explained that they have the same contract that they had last year and she presented a schedule for the installation and stated that they would be up through 2014. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the new site and the size of the installation. 
Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Pepper Cooper with Maverick Insurance re: New product employee information
Mr. Cooper explained that this request was driven by the administration that wanted some more options for a 457 plan that is based upon tax status that allows employees to defer savings for retirement and pretax them. He stated that the request would allow AUL to have a payroll deduction that employees could use for retirement and he explained that this is very common among other cities and towns government employees.

Mr. Cooper explained that was through the state and with this the employee would have the choice of picking their own products. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked what the fees would be.
Mr. Cooper stated that there wouldn’t be any fees to the city it would be to the individual. He stated that this would be offered in December and become effective in January. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to take this under advisement, Mrs. Gary second, all voted in favor.

Item #1 - Traffic improvements for Oriole Drive and Korb Avenue
Mr. Denison stated that they are still waiting on traffic data before they can move forward. 
Chief Bailey stated that he reviewed this intersection thoroughly and he thinks it merits some additional research. 


Item #2 - Best Cab taxi permit request
Mr. Denison stated that this was a permit request that they received from last week and everything seemed to be in order. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 


Item #3 - Woodmont & Carriage Lane intersection speed study
Mr. Denison stated that they are also waiting on traffic data for this item as well. 

Item #4 - “Fork in the Road” art project 
Mr. Denison stated that he has looked into this and he would recommend the board’s full approval. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Item #5 - $200 banner permit fee reimbursed to Culbertson West 
Mr. Denison stated that this was brought to them a couple of weeks ago and he spoke to the Street Department and found out that the banner was only up for a day before it was destroyed by the weather so he would recommend that they refund the money. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Greg Dennis with MAC requested permission for the following night road closures: 

November 30th Grant Line at Rolling Creek 
December 1st Grant Line Road at Pilsbury Lane 
December 6th Grant Line Road and McDonald Lane intersection 
Mr. Dennis stated that the closures would start at 7:00 p.m. and reopen at 5:00 a.m. and detours would be marked for all three closures. 

Mr. Denison stated that they would send out a traffic advisory. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Steve Triplett with TSI on behalf of Dr. Sisk with a request to put the lighting back in that was removed while they are doing some other panel emergency work on the sidewalk in front of the building. 
Mr. Denison stated that a couple of the panels are not ones that they are currently doing work on but Dr. Sisk has agreed to pay for that. 

Mr. Triplett stated that the work would be done at the same time as the emergency work so it shouldn’t take any additional time. 

Mr. Denison stated that he did read in the proposal that there is a tree that would come out but they can’t approve that. 

Mr. Triplett stated that he would let him know and he explained to him that the lighting would be in an easement so if anything happened with them down the road he would be responsible. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the work that is being done and what Dr. Sisk is requesting. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry second, all voted in favor. 

Walk Dries requested permission from the board for a Pajama Run on December 3rd sponsored by Providence High School with a closure on Providence Way. He stated that they will be running into New Albany for their turn around and they will just be using a partial lane so both lanes will be open to traffic. He stated that they are sponsored by Pacers and Racers and they will be providing the cones for them. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mrs. Garry Second, all voted in favor. 

Michel Nasseem La Bocca came before the board regarding the canopy to be installed over the sidewalk in front of their building. He explained the issues with the original designed and ADA standards but they have worked out those issues and he would recommend approval.

Mrs. Garry moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
