CALL TO ORDER:
Mr. Denison called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Bill Wisehart, NA-FC Consolidated School Corporation: Daily usage of alley east of Scribner Middle School.
Mr. Wisehart presented a drawing to the board for a proposed Car Rider Path at Scribner Middle School. He informed them that with the inclusion of the 5th graders they have a lot more car riders and they need to separate the car riders from the school bus drop off/pick up.  He explained that they need the use of the alley east of Valley View for exiting purposes in the morning and afternoon. He stated that they have put fresh asphalt on the alley and scrap and salt during bad weather. He explained that he would like signs that state the alley is one way during the hours of pick up and drop off.

Mr. Denison stated that he has met with Mr. Wisehart on this issue prior to this meeting and they will be going out later today to talk with the residents in the area.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding issues that may arise with this new car rider path.
