The President opened the Public Hearing for comments on the Grantline Road Economic Development Area and State Street/Green Valley Road/West Street Vicinity Economic Development Area TIF Amendments at 2:33 p.m.

There were no comments from the public for either of the TIF amendments.

The first item of business on the agenda was to Adopt Resolution RC-04-11 Confirming Grantline Road Economic Development Area TIF Amendment.  The Director stated that the Plan Commission and the New Albany Common Council both took action to approve.

Jack Messer made a motion to adopt resolution RC-04-11 confirming Grantline Road Economic Development Area TIF amendment.  Edward Hancock seconded the motion and it was carried by a vote of  4-0.


The second item of business on the agenda was to Adopt Resolution RC-05-11 Confirming State Street/Green Valley Road/West Street Vicinity Economic Development Area TIF Amendment.  The Director stated that the Plan Commission and the New Albany Common Council both passed the action.  He reiterated that the Commission did not want to get involved with any property acquisition and concentrate only on the drainage improvements.  The resolution was amended to add only the drainage improvements as an approved activity for this TIF district.

Edward Hancock made a motion to adopt resolution RC-05-11 confirming State Street/Green Valley Road/West Street Vicinity Economic Development Area TIF amendment to include only the drainage improvements as an approved activity for this TIF district.  Jack Messer seconded the motion and it was carried by a vote of  4-0.

The third item of business on the agenda was the New Tax Abatement Request in the New Albany - Floyd County Industrial Park TIF Economic Development Area from Clark Foods, Inc., dba American Beverage Makers.   Tom Clark, American Beverage Makers, stated that the company plans to acquire four (4) new buildings and add new bottling equipment.  These purchases will create 10 new jobs.

Edward Hancock made a motion to approve the new tax abatement request in the Park East TIF Economic Development Area from Clark Foods, Inc., dba American Beverage Makers.  Jack Messer seconded the motion and it was carried by a vote of 4-0.

There being no further business, the President adjourned the meeting at 2:45 p.m.
