A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 8, 2016 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member.  

OTHERS PRESENT:  Police Chief Bailey, Fire Chief Juliot, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Bryan Slade, Alicia Meredith, Courtney Lewis, Jessica Campbell, Trent Baker, Linda Moeller, and Mindy Milburn 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Benny Carter re: Primos Delicatessen re: Permission to place food truck in front of business and in front of the city/county building 
Not Present

2. Don Fell with Padgett re: Setting up crane to work on steeple at 2nd Baptist Church
Mr. Fell explained that Padgett is preparing to install a significant amount of structural steel in front of the church. He stated that in order to do that they will need to put a crane on the sidewalk and block a lane of traffic. He presented the board with a drawing of the project area for the board to review. Said drawing is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He explained that they will be slowly bringing the steel in and installing it as they go so there will be multiple mobilizations during the course of this project so they will coordinate with the city to shut down a lane during this time. He stated that the crane will not be there all day but for 2-3 hour increments each time they do the steel install. 

Mr. Nash stated that they will need to coordinate with the Street Department and the Police Department.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked when they wanted to start.
Mr. Fell stated that they can start as soon as possible. 

Mr. Thompson asked how they are going to deal with traffic when the lane is blocked off. 

Chief Bailey stated that he would like to know what the traffic plan is before they approve anything. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they could have flaggers or use signage and cones but they will have to have some type of traffic management.
Mr. Fell stated that he would plan to have flaggers during the closures. 

Chief Bailey stated that the road is wide enough for a shift and could easily do so with signage but he would be willing to give him suggestions and offer help as much as he can. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he suggests the flaggers because of the short periods of time that they will be set up as setting up and tearing down the signs and cones would take extra time. 

Chief Bailey stated that he is okay with both options, they just need to have some sort of commitment from him either way before they approve the request.

Mr. Fell stated that he thinks the flaggers would be the best option. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they could load the steel from the field behind the church. 
Mr. Fell stated that would be an option. 

Chief Bailey recommended that the board approve the request and since he has a lighter day tomorrow he can go out to the location to make sure it will work. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they would need notification each time they are going to block the lane so that they can let emergency notification know that it is going on. 
Mr. Fell stated that they are projecting that the steeple will arrive on May 26th so he will come back to them for that request. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to traffic control being review by Chief Bailey, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries

3. IN-AWC re: Street cut permits for 1932 Center street (service leak), 2702 Elmwood Drive (main leak), 323 South Country Club Drive (replace hydrant), 1933 Budd Road (new service)
Mr. Thompson stated that he didn’t have a chance to go out and look at these but it looks like the works has been done. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries

4. Derek Misch with Dan Christiani re: Franklin Drive & Redbud Drive lane closure and saw cut as well as update on 16th. Ashely Court and 10th Street. 

Mr. Misch presented plans for parking restrictions on Redbud Drive on the north side of the street for March 14-25, parking restrictions on the west side of the road on Franklin Drive for March 14-19, and a partial closure on 10th Street in the right lane from McBeth Street to the dead end for March 14-18.
Mr. Thompson asked if they will put out advanced signage. 

Mr. Misch replied yes and explained that they will go visit each homeowner to let them know what is going on and provide them with his contact information in case they have any questions or concerns.   

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries
Mr. Thompson asked about 10th, 16th and Ashely Court. 
Mr. Misch explained that they have to wait a week to do testing and then go back and put services in. 
5. Joshua Steele re: Permission to expand driveway at 1817 McDonald Lane 
Mr. Steele explained that they want to expand their driveway by 4’ towards the east side of the property. He stated that it may affect the curbing for the McDonald Lane project that is currently going on but the length of their driveway is being shortened by the project so they are trying to compensate with the width. 

Mr. Thompson asked if he has spoken with Mr. Summers regarding this. 

Mr. Steele stated that as far as he knows Mr. Summers was okay with it and asked him to come to this board for approval. 

Mr. Thompson asked if he was going to wait until the city’s project is in to the widening of the road. 
Mr. Steele stated that he isn’t in a rush he just wanted to make sure they knew about it before the put the curbs back in.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he will get with Mr. Summers to make sure the contractor puts the curb back in at the right place. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to approval and coordination with the City Engineer, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries

Mrs. Cotner asked how that would affect the people living over Brooklyn and the Butcher. 
Susan Kaempfer stated that they will have access to their parking from the alley. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they would be notified. 
Mrs. Kaempfer replied yes. 

Ms. Lewis stated that all the residents have been notified. 
Mrs. Kaempfer stated that the only thing she noticed that was missing from the request was Wednesdays from 2:00-7:30 p.m. from June-September. She explained that she will come back to the board for all of their special events. 
Mrs. Cotner- Bailey moved to approve the summer market hours and the closure of Bank Street on Saturdays, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries 
Mr. Nash stated that at the meeting of Flood Control this morning it was reported that there is a groundhog burrowing into the flood wall. He asked Mr. Hall if that was something he could take care of.
