A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 22, 2016 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president and Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member.  Mickey Thompson, member, was not present. 

OTHERS PRESENT:  Assistant Police Chief Fudge, Fire Chief Juliot, Fire Marshal Koehler, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Chris Gardner, Bryan Slade, Alicia Meredith, Courtney Lewis, Jessica Campbell, Trent Baker, David Duggins, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller, and Vicki Glotzbach 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
1. John Pacyga with Thornton’s re: Curb cuts
John Pacyga with American Engineers explained that he is representing Thornton’s and stated that they are expanding their site on State Street. He explained that they are going to be building a new building on the lot behind them and as a part of that movement they are asking to do tree curb cuts, where they now have four. He stated that they currently have 2 on Coyle Drive and 2 on State Street and in place of those they would like to install 1 on Coyle and 2 on State and they would like to widen the entrances. He explained that this will allow their fueling trucks to access their location safely and allows for better site distances for the cars entering and exiting. He presented the board with a drawing of the site and the proposed cuts with their total distances. Said handout is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to take the request under advisement, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
2. Rhonda Trimble, Bottom Signs re: Approval of sign for Adrienne & Company
Rhonda Trimble stated that Adrienne & Company Bakery moved into their business on Market Street and there is an existing bracket about 15 feet in the air on the building that they would like to attach a sign to it. She explained that they have their certificate of appropriateness and presented copies of the sign and brackets for the board to review.  
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries. 
3. Ron Beckman with Zayo Communications re: Sidewalk and street cuts on Spring St.        and 4th and 8th St. 
Ron Beckman representing Zayo Communications, explained that they are being forced off the pole line on the north side due to the Breakwater Project and in order to keep continuity they will have to bury under the sidewalks on the south side from 4th to 8th. He stated that it will require some cutting of the concrete and the streets.
Mr. Nash asked how big the cuts will be.
Mr. Beckman stated that most of the time they cut out just one section of sidewalk.
Mr. Nash asked if they will all be on the sidewalk
Mr. Beckman stated that they will be in the sidewalk, side streets and where they cross on Spring Street. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked Mr. Beckman to keep Mr. Thompson updated on when the work starts and what cuts they are making. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approved, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Larry Timperman stated that he was present with Mr. Duggins to answer any questions about the dog park that the board may have.  He passed out maps of the park for the board to review and explained that there is a letter attached from the state archaeologist that that illustrates three areas that are relevant in terms of preservation that should be avoided for ground disturbances.  Said letter is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He stated that these zones are fenced off during construction to make sure they are not disturbed and he has suggested to the Mayor that some sort of plaque be installed in these areas as well. 
Mr. Duggins asked Mr. Timperman to explain to the board a little about his background and certifications. 
Mr. Timperman stated that he is on the state register for architects that are involved in state preservation projects.  
Mr. Nash asked what brought this in the news. 
Mr. Duggins stated that the dog park has been under construction for the last two years and there was news coverage of a citizens that is concerned about disturbing the historic sites. He explained that it wasn’t covered very well in the news so they wanted to bring the board up-to-date so that they could answer any questions of they were asked. 

Mr. Nash asked to clarify that they knew these sites where there all along. 

Mr. Duggins replied yes and stated that they gentleman that made the complaint was also aware that the city knew about these sites. 
Roger Baylor stated that he went down to look at the signs at the parking garage and the two signs don’t match. He explained that the wayfinding sign reflects the correct information but there are two older signs in the garage that have old information on them.
Mr. Duggins stated that they would get it taken care of. 
Derek Misch passed out a drawing that reflects the closing of the west bound lane of Jay Street. He explained that it is the same closing they had yesterday and they would like to do it again today because they weren’t able to finish the backfill.   

Mrs. Cotner Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

Eric Ferree, Vectren, stated that they are getting ready to kick off the next phase of the bare steel cast iron project on Spring Street. He explained that on March 29th Miller Pipeline would like to begin the project on 18th Street heading west to East 10th. He stated that they are installing        about 9,000 feet of main, retiring 6500 feet of cast iron main, and renew roughly 96 services. He stated that this is very similar to the project they have been doing. 
Mr. Nash asked if this is on the north side. 
Mr. Ferree stated that are installing a dual main so it will be on both sides. 
Mr. Nash asked how long it will be.
Mr. Ferree stated that they will try to be out by June so that the city can start construction on the street. 
Mr. Nash asked if they will keep the board informed as the project progresses. 
Mr. Ferree replied yes and explained that they are about 70% complete with the project that is going on now and should be done in the next few months.   
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. INAWC re: 214 W. 9th Street (street cut), 216/218 W. 9th Street (street cut), 220 W. 9th Street (street cut), 222 W. 9th Street (street cut), 224 W. 9th Street (street cut)

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that Mr. Thompson wants to keep these cuts on the agenda.

1.    Cheryl Cotner-Bailey for Elks Club re: Removal of one handicap space on Pearl St.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that the Elks Club has two handicap spaces on Pearl Street and they would like to have one of them removed. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.


2.  Vicki Glotzbach re: Street Cut for AT&T on East 5th Street

Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from AT&T to cut the street on 2 locations for an emergency repair. 
Mr. Nash moved to table this item until next week. Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.  
3.   Larry Summers re: McDonald Lane Project
Mr. Summers stated that the water company is finished in the corridor and the gas company is working to finish up as well. He explained that Duke is finishing up the phase one portion of their relocation of poles and lines which will allow Time Warner and AT&T to come in and moved their lines. He stated that after the relocations are complete it looks like construction will begin in May. 
Mr. Nash asked if the street is open now.
Mr. Summers stated that it is but will be closing sometime in May.  He presented the material for the walls that are being installed during this project and explained that they would be going in at the intersection of Roanoke, the S Curve, and down by the American Legion. 
4.    Linda Moeller re: Bank Reconciliation Worksheet for 
Mr. Nash asked that the record reflect that the bank reconciliation worksheet for February 2016 was entered into the record.

5.     Bryan Slade re: Update on Trash Pick-Up
Mr. Slade stated that transition with the new equipment has gone well and they have been working with the building commissioner’s office on any compliance issues. He explained that they have a much broader base coverage know with the different size of trucks and everything is going well. 
6.     Warren Nash re: New Albany Bulldogs boys’ basketball team

Mr. Nash congratulated the boys’ basketball team for being in the final 2 for the championship. 
7.      Linda Moeller re: Employee Assistant Program
