CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
1.   Susan Parr re: Walk-a-thon for Brandon’s House on Sunday, April 17th 
Susan Parr requested approval for their walk-a-thon for Brandon’s House. She explained that they have been there for 21 years and provide counselling services teens in the community. 

Mr. Nash asked where the walk-a-thon would be.
Ms. Parr presented a map for the board to review, said map is on file with the City Clerk’s office.  
Mr. Nash asked how many years they have been doing this.
Ms. Parr replied 21 years.
Chief Bailey asked what time they start.
Ms. Parr replied 3:00 p.m. and stated that a police presence is appreciated if it is possible. 
Chief Bailey stated that he would take care of that for her. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

2.  Joan Peyton with Covenant Community Fellowship re: Outdoor concert 
Joan Peyton explained that they are seeking permission to hold an outdoor concert/community outreach for their church. She stated that they would like to hold it on August 20th from 1:00-5:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if there will be a stage.
Ms. Peyton stated that they are going to perform on a flatbed trailer.

Fire Marshal Koehler stated that he doesn’t know what the regulations for that but he will get her the contact information to the State Fire Marshal and she can give them a call to make sure it is okay. 
Mr. Nash stated that if it is on their property and they don’t need any special permit for the flatbed trailer they don’t need any further permission from the city.

Shane Jenkins presented the above requests and explained the one on Silver Street is a retirement and the one on Roseview Terrace is a service maintenance. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
5.  Derek Misch re: Saw cuts at Roanoke, Red Bud Drive, East 16th and Jay Street 
Derek Misch passed out two packets of information on lane closures for the board to review.  He explained that East 5th Street would be a partial lane closure in the middle of the block on April 13th and the road closures on East 5th would be a soft close from North of Spring-East Spring and a hard close from East Elm on April 14-15. He requested a parking restriction for the east side of Jay Street for April 12-15 and a partial closure of the intersection of East 16th at Dewey Street for April 18-19. He presented a list of closures on Roanoke between Robin Road and Brookview Drive for April 18-22.
Mr. Nash stated that they have done so much work on Roanoke it doesn’t seem like there would be anything left to do. 

Mr. Misch explained that they had a main break. 
Mr. Thompson asked if Roanoke Avenue will be closed.
Mr. Misch replied yes and stated that it will be closed between Robin Road and Brookview Drive and they will put the warning signs and detours out. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above cuts, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Roger Bailey asked where he could find the minutes for the Tree Board meetings.
Mr. Thompson recommended that he speak with Krisjans Streips. 

Jacob Bir stated that he would like to close 4th Street from Main to Market for the 50th Anniversary event of Hugh E. Bir. He stated that they would like to have a block party and possibly a band. 

Mr. Nash asked what hours. 

Mr. Bir replied between noon and 6:00 p.m. and stated that he would be happy to set the barricades up if they could be dropped off. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked for the date. 
Mr. Bir replied Sunday, June 5th.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of E. 4th Street, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Courtney Lewis re: Special Event Requests

Ms. Lewis presented a request from River City Winery to use Bicentennial Park for the Cinco de Mayo 7 year anniversary. She explained that the event hours are 5:00-9:00 p.m. and set up hours are 3:00-10:00 p.m. that will include 10 tables, 60 chairs, food concessions, fencing, and entertainment. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they are providing the tables and chairs themselves. 

Ms. Lewis replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked how many people they anticipate.
Ms. Lewis stated that it is the Thursday before Oaks so they aren’t anticipating a huge crowd. 
Mr. Nash asked if the entertainment would be on a stage. 

Ms. Lewis stated that it would be on the apron closest to the winery. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Ms. Lewis presented a request from Culbertson Mansion for the use of the Riverfront Amphitheater for Coffin Races on September 24th. She explained that the event hours would be from 4:00-7:00 p.m. and set up would be from 2:00-9:00 pm. that will include food concessions, 1-3 tables, fencing, tents, and trailers. She stated that they are doing their event in conjunction with the Carnegie Art Project and are scheduling it so that when one event end the other begins. 
Mr. Nash asked if this is a Harvest Homecoming Event.
Ms. Lewis stated that it is hosted by Harvest Homecoming but it isn’t an event that Harvest Homecoming puts on. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the boat ramp needs to be shut down. 

Ms. Lewis stated that they don’t need to close it for this event but she isn’t sure about the art project. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they have already approved the Carnegie Public Art Project 

Ms. Lewis stated that it was done before she took over the permitting for special events. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
Mr. Thompson asked if she could check to see if they need to close the boat ramps.
Ms. Lewis replied yes. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey suggested that the board approve the Carnegie Art Project event so that it is reflected in the minutes. She stated that the event is on September 24th and they will need the location all day. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.  

2.  Courtney Lewis re: Dumpster placement on Beautification Day

Ms. Lewis requested dumpster placement for the New Albany Beautification Day on April 23rd from 8:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. at the parking lot at the end of Bank Street close to the flood wall. She explained that they will use 2 dumpsters and there will be signs on the dumpsters indicating what cannot be dumped. 
Mr. Nash asked how they will monitor what can and cannot be dumped. 
Ms. Lewis stated that there will be volunteers working in that area and part of their instructions will be to keep an eye on the dumpsters. 

Mr. Nash stated that they may want to touch base with solid waste in case there are electronics. 
Mr. Thompson stated that would be one of the things that they post that aren’t allowed to be dumped. 
Mr. Nash stated that they need to make sure the volunteers are trained on what they can accept. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
3. Vicki Glotzbach for AT&T re: Street cut permit for Indiana Avenue and East 5th between Market and Spring 
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that AT&T is planning to place a pad placement for a new PFP on or around April 29th. She stated that the will be responsible for restoring all surfaces and any repairs that are relative to the cuts for a least on year after work is completed.  
Mr. Thompson stated that the work on this one hasn’t been done yet and it looks like they want to install a pad and a cabinet. He explained that the only thing they have an issue with is the stipulation that they are responsible for the repair up to a year but he will make it clear that they are responsible for it until the road is repaved. 
Mrs. Glotzbach presented 2 street cut requests from AT&T for East 5th Street between Market and Spring and explained that the work was an emergency dig up and has already been completed. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the work has already been done on this one because it was an emergency repair. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

4. Mickey Thompson re: Rolling roadblock on Main Street for landscaping project

Mr. Thompson explained that Ottey Gordon that did the landscaping on Main Street will be working on it again this year and just like last year they will be doing it block by block so they will have a rolling lane closure as the work is being done. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

5. Warren Nash re: Water standing on Grant Line Road where houses were torn down

Mr. Nash explained that there was a gentleman at the last meeting concerned about the standing water and mosquitos.  He stated that he went down to the location a couple of days later and didn’t see anything. He suggested that it might have been because they had such a heavy rain and asked Mr. Summers to go check it out. 
Mr. Summers stated that he went by there yesterday and there was a small area of water and he asked Jeff Eastridge if he could install a small swale to drain it out.
