A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 19, 2016 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Mickey Thompson, member.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Christine Cherry re: Sign at 37 Bank Street Suite #6 for Christine Cherry Photography 

Christine Cherry explained that they are going to put a sign over their suite in the Underground Station and they would like permission to do so. She stated that they are going to use the same company as the other businesses in the Underground Station so the look and size will be comparable. 

Mr. Nash stated that as long as they are not over the sidewalk then this board has no jurisdiction over it.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Allison Smith, Parkway Baptist Church, stated that they want to close the street between Camp Avenue and Corydon Pike on Saturday, May 28th from 7:30-9:30 a.m. for their second annual Miles for Missions Walk/Run. She stated that they would like to host it at their church on Corydon Pike and are working in a partnership with Silver Heights Camp. 
Mr. Nash asked how many participants they expect.
Ms. Smith replied 50-80
Mr. Nash asked if she would be okay with having one lane open for thru traffic. 
Ms. Smith replied yes. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that he wants to make a note to the board that typically these types of events are pushed down to the riverfront so that there is low impact on traffic so that would be his preference. He explained that in the vent that the board approves this as is he would be able to facilitate a couple of officers to help them out, but it is not common practice. 
Ms. Smith stated that she is open to alternate suggestions. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they are going to utilize the Silver Heights Camp during this event.  

Ms. Smith explained that they wanted to use that as their starting and ending point. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if it is possible to use the riverfront for the 5K portion. 
Mr. Smith stated that they would make it work. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he thinks it would be very difficult to flag that area for the event. 
Ms. Smith stated that should would rather be safe so if they need to move it to a different location they will be happy to do so. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that his suggestion would be to relocate to the riverfront and asked her to contact Courtney Lewis for the permitting of this event. 
John Mattingly explained that he would like to add outdoor seating at 145-147 Main Street for the Red Dragon Pub. He passed out a drawing of the proposed seating for the board to review, said drawing is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Nash stated that it appears that there is 7 ft. clearance on the sidewalk and asked if that satisfies ADA requirements.

Mr. Thompson stated that the requirement is 47” so this far exceeds that and asked if these would be left out all the time. 
Mr. Mattingly replied no and explained that it will be brought in at night. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the outdoor seating at the Red Dragon Pub, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Derek Misch passed out a proposed traffic control plan for Ekin Avenue parking restriction between Silver Street and McDonald Avenue on April 20-22, a closure on Indiana Avenue approaching Ekin Avenue from April 25-29, Jay Street closed to thru traffic between the alley and Beeler Street on April 25 or 26, Jay Street Intersection closed at Ekin Avenue on April 27, and Roanoke closure between Robin Road and Brookview Drive April 25-26. Said plans are on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they will do the advance notice to the residents.
Mr. Misch replied yes.  
Mr. Nash asked what they are doing on Jay Street.
Mr. Misch stated that they have to cap the existing main and retire a fire hydrant.
Mr. Nash stated that the sidewalk on Ekin Avenue behind the church is crumbled.
Mr. Misch stated that they are replacing that.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Mickey Thompson re: Stop sign at Nelson and Elliott
Mr. Thompson stated that when he spoke with the resident that sent the letter his concern was when they built the new houses it extended the road so ther is a three-way stop with no stop sign. He recommended that they approve the request. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
2. Vicki Glotzbach for AT&T regarding project on Green Valley & Alyson Court

Mrs. Glotzbach presented the drawing that was emailed to her from AT&T

3. Courtney Lewis re: Special Event request for The Kukes Run at the Riverfront Amphitheater on 5-14-16

4. Courtney Lewis re: Dumpster on the corner of 11th & Spring for cleanup day

Ms. Lewis  that the East Spring Street Neighborhood Association has requested a third dumpster at the park on the corner of 11th and Spring. She explained that it will be in the gravel towards the back of the park and Ecotech has agreed to supply the dumpster. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there will be people there that can monitor it.
Ms. Lewis replied yes.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

5. Courtney Lewis re: Harvest Homecoming use of Harvest Homecoming Lot

Ms. Lewis explained that Harvest Homecoming would like to use the parking lot right next to their office on Pearl Street on May 28th and June 3rd to collect for Crusade for Children. 

Mr. Thompson asked what time it would be closed. 

Chief Juliot stated that collections run from 10:00 a.m. – 7:00 p.m. 

 Mr. Thompson stated that the permit parking is for Monday through Friday so it will not conflict with that. 
Mr. Nash asked about the Elk’s reserved spaces. 

Ms. Lewis stated that they could have a conversation with them about it but to the best of her knowledge they are only going to be using one side of the lot. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to Harvest Homecoming speaking with the Elks Club, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

6.  Chris Gardner re: Boat ramp closed on Saturday, April 23rd for B&B Riverboats

Mr. Gardner requested that the ramp be closed all day on April 23rd for B&B Riverboats to dock the Belle of Cincinnati to board and unload passengers for the Thunder Over Louisville dinner cruise.  

Mr. Nash asked if there is an alternative to our boat ramp. 
Mr. Gardner replied that Middle Creek Boat Ramp.
Mr. Nash stated that there should be a sign to direct people to the alternate location. 
Mr. Gardner stated that they could look at that in the future. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

7. John Rosenbarger re: LPA Consulting Contract with Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz

Mr. Rosenbarger presented a contract for right-of-way services with Jacobi, Toombs, and Lanz. He explained that it is for the Grantline Road Project which is scheduled to begin in July 2017. He stated that the contract includes appraising and buying up to 41 parcels that would happen during this calendar year, and is not to exceed $373,850.00. He explained that it is an 80/20 share with federal money. 
Mr. Nash asked if this will have anything to do with utilities.
Mr. Rosenbarger replied that they will coordinate with them and will be given the opportunity to do the work in advance. 
Mr. Nash stated that this is a contract will cover moving the utilities. 
Mr. Rosenbarger replied that is generally does. 
Mr. Nash asked if the utilities will have to come back and get easements. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it is a possibility as it protects their right to remain. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

8. Courtney Lewis re: 5K for Parkway Southern Baptist Church. 
Ms. Lewis presented the official request for Parkway Southern Baptist to host their 2nd Annual 5K at the amphitheater on May 28th. 

Mr. Nash asked if Water Street will have to be closed.
Ms. Lewis replied yes.
Mr. Thompson asked when the Greenway construction would start. 
Mr. Duggins stated that they should be made aware that they may have to make a change to their route if Greenway construction is going on.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Baily second, motion carries. 
9. Joe Ham re: Street closure request on 1797 Genung Drive

Mr. Ham stated that they would like to close the 1700 block of Genung to repair a storm water line and fix a water main break. He explained that it will be shut down for one day starting tomorrow between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m.
