CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
1. Juan Schimmelann with Enviroforensics re: Lane closure on West Street 
Mr. Schimmelann requested a closure of the northbound lane of traffic on West Street to collect ground water samples on May 3rd. He stated that it should take about 2 hours and they would like to start at 10:00 a.m. 
Mr. Nash asked what they were taking samples for. 

Mr. Schimmelann explained that they are sampling the ground for dry cleaning chemicals. 
Mr. Thompson asked how they would handle traffic
Mr. Schimmelann stated that there would be a flagger in the area.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

2. Steve Prather, Sr. re: Speeding on Scott Road

Chief Bailey stated that he just spoke with Mr. Prather who informed him that he has concerned about individuals violating the school bus arm on his street. He told Mr. Prather that they would follow up on this and add extra patrols in the area.   

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Derek Misch traffic control plans for Jay Street/Ekin Avenue for April 27 & 28, E. 16th Street/Dewey Street on April 28, Roanoke between Houston and Audubon April 28-30, Redbud/Redwood Drive on May 2, Silver Street between Ekin and Culbertson on May 2-3, Captain Frank/Oakland on May 2-6, and Ekin Avenue at McDonald Avenue and Slate Run on May 3-7 for the board to review. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they would be doing work on Robin Road because it was just paved. 

Mr. Misch stated that they are going through it to Roanoke but not up Robin to tie in on south Audubon. 
Mr. Nash asked if anyone knows if there is early voting at Sojourn Church because they wouldn’t want to close Ekin on the 2-3 if so. 
Chief Juliot stated that it shows on the website that early voting is Monday-Friday from 10:00 a.m. - 7:00 p.m. and Sojourn is one of the locations. 

Mr. Misch stated that they could move it to the Wednesday 

Mr. Nash stated that would be fine. 

Mr. Misch stated that they would schedule the Silver Street closure at Ekin and Culbertson for the 4-5 and the closure on Ekin at McDonald Avenue and Slate Run for the 5-7. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding early voting locations and if the closures would interfere with that. 

Mr. Nash stated that they will need to postpone all the work around Ekin and Silver until after the election. 
Mr. Summers asked about the work being done on intersection of Roanoke and Robin. 
Mr. Misch stated that they are laying a main down the center of Roanoke and it will go straight through the intersection of Robin. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the traffic control plan for Jay,  East 16th,  Redbud, Roanoke, Oakland, and all work being done on Silver and Ekin after May 3rd , Mrs. Cotner-Bailey  second, motion carries

Michael Smith representing Duke Energy explained that the lights in front of the federal building are out of service because of damage done to the wire during the sidewalk reconstruction. He explained that they would like to put a temporary overhead line along the five poles to get the lights working and he will follow up with the city and give them a letter ensuring that they line will be removed by October 1st. He stated that they will be coming back to the city with a proposal to replace the lighting with something very similar to what they have on Market which is an underground system and they will not have to damage the sidewalks. He explained that they plan to have that in by late summer. 
Mr. Duggins stated that he has been with them regarding this and would recommend approval. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the temporary overhead lighting, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries 
Wes Christmas stated that he is following regarding the appropriation of funds by the council for the annual paving and rehab. He requested authorization to advertise for bids for that work. He explained that he would like to run the first on ad on the April 29, the second on May 6, a pre-bid meeting on May 11, and bid opening on May 17.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. AT&T re: project on Green Valley & Alyson Court

Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Nancy Jump who sent the permit and asked her to resubmit the email with the drawing that will involve boring but not street cuts. . He explained that he also conveyed to her that there is a process for these requests and no work is to start until there is a permit and she has sent out an email to their engineers to let them know.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

Mr. Nash stated that they approve the closing of the Harvest Lot last week and the Elk’s were unaware of this and are having an event on the 3rd and need use of the lot. 
Mrs. Lewis stated that it is two Saturdays not Friday. 

Mr. Nash stated that the minutes say June 3rd 

Chief Juliot stated that it is actually June 4th

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Rob Sartell re: Mclean Lift Station Project
Mr. Sartell informed the board that they will be doing an upgrade on the McLean Lift Station at the first of May. He explained that it is located between Ross and McLean and they will need to remove the guardrail at the bottom of Ross and at night it will be barricaded and secure.  

Mr. Thompson asked if it would go back up after the project is finished
Mr. Sartell replied yes and explained that they should have that substantially complete at the end of December. 
Mr. Thompson explained that there is a lady that lives on the Ross side of the guardrail that has express concerns about the area in the past and asked if they have contacted her to let her know what is going on. 
Mr. Sartell explained that IDEM contacts all of the adjacent homeowners but he can have the construction companies pass out flyers as well.  
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

Mrs. Boofter presented the March bank reconciliations and asked that they be entered into the record. 

Mr. Summers informed the board that McDonald Lane is moving along and the contractor is looking to being work on or after May 10th. He explained that this will involve a closure of McDonald Lane from Charlestown Road to Hickoryvale starting May 10th for a period of 4-6 months. He stated that there is a newsletter being produced to hand out to residence. 
Mr. Nash asked what effect that would have at the intersections. 

Mr. Summers stated that they will be closed like the rest of the road except for local traffic. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they have had several meeting and they will have advanced signage and the closure is necessary for safety issues. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of McDonald Lane from Charlestown Road to Hickoryvale for a period of 4-6 months, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

Mr. Nash recognized that former Fire Chief Ray Cunningham passed away recently and wanting to send thoughts to his family.
