A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 19, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner, member and Warren V. Nash, president. 
OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Larry Summers, Chris Gardner, Police Chief Bailey, Colonel Fudge, Fire Marshal Koehler, Fire Chief Juliot, Jessica Campbell, David Brewer, David Hall, Alicia Meredith, Brandon Sailings, Shirley Baird, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Bernetta White re: Stop sign request at 18th Street and Conservative 
Ms. White stated that this is right by the Division Street School and since the alley has been paved people have been traveling it and they don’t stop when pulling out so she feels there needs to be a stop sign there for safety reasons.
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and observed the area and he wasn’t sure why there wasn’t a stop sign there and there is an area where they can install a sign. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve a stop sign at 18th Street & Conservative, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
 

2. Melissa Meyer re: Request for dumpster permit at 600 E. Main Street 
Ms. Meyer stated that she is moving into 600 E. Main Street and wanted to park a POD unit in front or on the side of the house.
Mr. Thompson stated that as long as it is on 6th Street, he is okay with it because it will block parking on Main.
Mr. Nash asked how long she would need it. 

Ms. Meyers stated that she would need it less than a week. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve as long as it sits on the 6th Street side, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
3. Chance Spellman with Shaboom re: Firework permit
Mr. Spellman stated that he needs a vendor’s permit for the tent that he sets up at 2441 State Street every year for fireworks.
Fire Chief Juliot explained that it will be inspected after it is set up.
Mr. Thompson asked when it is going up. 
Mr. Spellman stated that they are setting up starting June 26th and they will be open the 29th. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve subject to the Fire Marshal’s inspection, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
4. IN-AWC re: Street cut request at 310 Ann Place (main leak), Slate Run & Shelby St. (main leak),129 W. Main St. (renew service), 1424 South St. (main break) and 2122 Beechgrove Ave. (main break)
Mr. Thompson stated that he looked at all of these except for 129 Main and all the work has been done on the others. He explained that he is sure the work has been done on Main and they will just have to finish up the paving on them. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.


5. Missy Rosenberger re: Street closure on Saturday, July 11, 2015 for fund raiser for Ricky Day at E. Market on the curve.
Ms. Rosenbarger passed out a map of the closures and stated that Vic’s Café has been kind enough to offer to have a fund raiser for Mr. Day who is a respected member of the community and has had a lot of medical issues in the last year. She explained that the festival is in Vic’s parking lot and the music will be over by 9:30 p.m. which is within the limits of the ordinance. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the only thing the board would ask is that they contact the residence that is on the corner and if they aren’t setting up a stage they won’t need an entertainment permit.

Chief Bailey stated that he sees no issues with this request. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve to close Market Street on Saturday, July 11th from Thomas to East from 5:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Joyce Marshall explained that she is representing 2nd Baptist Church and stated that they have moved the Juneteenth Celebration to St. Mark’s Church and requested that the street be closed June 20th 1:00 p.m. until 5:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if that is the same day that the event was supposed to be at the amphitheater.
Ms. Marshall replied yes. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve to move the event from the amphitheater to St. Mark’s and to close 3rd and Spring to 3rd and Market, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Aberlyn Sweetland-May requested more traffic enforcement at the 4-way stop at E. Elm Street and Silver Street because her parked car was recently totaled in front of her home by a 2 car collision due to failure to yield at that traffic stop. She explained that hers is the second car in the past 2 months on that block to be totaled and after observing traffic one afternoon she witnessed 25 incidents of cars failing to yield at the stop. She stated that she does see a police presence in the area and she appreciates that but she thinks it would be beneficial to see more. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that he would assign this to the traffic division and asked if she noticed more traffic in the afternoon. 

Ms. Sweetland-May stated that there is a particular rush at that time but it is busy throughout the day. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that they have had other complaints about that area and they have had officers out there and he appreciates her bringing this to their attention. 
Ronald Schroeder stated that he is a farmer in Floyds Knobs and is a vendor at the farmer’s market.  He explained that he doesn’t feel that they are much of a problem because they close early and he has spoken to a few people who support the market staying where it is.  
Mr. Nash asked if everything is working out okay for the vendors while the construction is going on.

Mr. Schroeder stated that this is the best they can expect until they get the new facility but they wouldn’t want to break it up or move it. 
Mr. Nash stated that it does bring a lot of people downtown. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he was downtown Saturday and explained that he did see individuals visiting multiple stores so he knows it is possible.  
Mr. Nash stated that he would like for it to be a win, win for everyone.
Kathy Hensley-Johnson stated spoke in support the farmer’s market location and wants it to stay where it is right now.
Val Russell submitted a paper in support of the farmer’s market. Said letter is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 

Rob Agee explained that they bid and were awarded the INDOT contract to straighten the beam on I-265 over State Street which will call for a temporary lane closure to do the work. 
Mr. Nash asked when they are starting the work and how long it would take. 

Mr. Agee stated that they are starting June 1st and it has to be completed by the 30th  
Mr. Thompson asked if the thought it would take the entire 30 days. 
Mr. Agee replied no he doesn’t. He explained that INDOT calls for a closure between the hours 9:00a.m.-3:00p.m. and stated that they will set up the closures with barrels and signs and pull them back during the peak hours. He stated that the beam contractor proposed coming in Thursday, June 4thrd through Sunday, June 7th with the road open on Friday for rush hour but keeping the lane closure through the weekend. 
Ms. Cotner asked if the construction will be loud.
Mr. Rob replied no.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the request of E & B Paving for the lane closure, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Susan Kaempfer submitted and read from a report showing that she followed up with the downtown businesses. Said report is on file with the City Clerk’s office. She explained that their focus is to get that block opened as early as possible and this last Saturday they had the street opened at 12:55 p.m. and asked them to not park near the businesses. She stated they feel like they are doing as much as they can to accommodate everyone’s needs. 
Shirley Baird stated that she feels that market brings more people to the downtown and she doesn’t see how this could do anything but help the downtown businesses. 
Mr. Nash asked what the markets hours are. 
Ms. Kaempfer stated that they close the road at 6:00 a.m. and open at 8:00 a.m. and closing at 12:30p.m.
Mr. Nash stated that he agrees with Mrs. Baird and it is bringing a lot of traffic to the downtown that normally wouldn’t be there and that seems like a win-win situation. 
Ms. Cotner stated that she thinks that Ms. Kaempfer has done a great job reaching out to the downtown businesses and trying to accommodate everyone involved. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he feels the main complaint was parking but he doesn’t think that the market is the issue, as downtown parking has always been at a premium.  
Mr. Thompson moved to continue the farmer’s market at its current location, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Lynn Huffman stated that she is the Director of Gallapalooza, Inc. and Your Community Bank would like to have their horse statue placed here in New Albany through approximately the middle of November.  She passed out details on the statue and explained their responsibility with liability. 
Mr. Nash asked that Mr. Summers to meet with Ms. Huffman to inspect the site.  

Mr. Thompson moved to take this issue under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Marcey Wisman-Bennett re: Handicapped parking spot at 156 E. Main Street
Mr. Thompson asked to keep this item on the agenda because he didn’t have a chance to check on something before the meeting. 
2. Matt McMahan re: Loading zone at 114 E. Main Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to keep this item on the agenda as well because he would like to talk to Mr. McMahan about some questions he has. He explained that he did talk to them about the outdoor seating and told them that they couldn’t put the sandwich board in the area that is reserved for ADA requirements. 
3.  Piano in front of Jimmy’s Music Store
Ms. Cotner stated that while they support the public arts effort they need more information about this so at this time she would recommend denying the request. 

Ms. Cotner moved to deny the request pending further information, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

4. Banner request for Culbertson Mansion
Ms. Cotner stated that they didn’t officially approve this at the last meeting. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Police Chief Bailey requested a street closing for the Boomtown Festival on Sunday, May 24th on Market Street from Pearl Street to 3rd Street and Bank Street from Main Street to Spring Street. He stated that they didn’t have any issues last year and the closures worked out very well for them last year. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Summers notified the board that there would be some pavement exploration on State Street at Cherry, Knable and at Home Depot for the signal project. 
Mr. Nash asked him to keep them out of rush hour traffic time. 

Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. McMahan mentioned the fencing around the old downtown parking area and there will be some closures involved in the work being done on that. He explained that it won’t be closed all at once but the area they are working in will need to be closed. He stated that there is sufficient parking so it shouldn’t be an issue. He stated that the car show downtown was well attended this past Sunday and seemed to be a big success. 
Mr. Summers stated that he has the McDonald Lane Project cover sheet that needs to be signed by the board before they can get approval by INDOT. 
Mr. Nash asked if he could give a timeframe for the project.

Mr. Summers explained that the project will be able to go out for bid at the end of this year. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the final project plan, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Mr. Thompson stated that two of the stop lights that Mr. Phipps brought to the board’s attention last week were tripped and have been reset.
