A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 26, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Warren V. Nash, president.  Ms. Cotner, member, was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Larry Summers, Chris Gardner, Police Chief Bailey, Colonel Fudge, Fire Chief Juliot, Wes Christmas, Krisjans Streips, Jessica Campbell, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Brian Slade, John Rosenbarger, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Jon Bullington with Excel Excavating re: Sidewalk issues from Thomas St. to Beeler and Market 
Mr. Bullington explained that they are going to start up the project next Monday, June 1st at the north end of Beeler Street.  He stated that they are going to do no more than two blocks at a time depending on what works best, and they will be doing one side at a time.  
Mr. Christmas stated that this is for the Thomas Street Sidewalk Improvement Project that was bid through Redevelopment. He explained that they talked to Mike Flynn about the issues with the storage units at the preconstruction meeting and they were looking into some storage at the end of Market in open lots to alleviate that issue. 

Mr. Bullington stated that he would follow up on that and get the details to Mr. Christmas or Mr. Thompson. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they were going to need to any lane closures.
Mr. Christmas replied no and stated that he doesn’t know if they will even need to do that when they get to the curbs.
Mr. Nash asked what the time frame on the project is. 
Mr. Christmas replied first week of September for substantial and first week of October for final completion. 
2. Vectren re: Cut permits for 1964 State St(12325915)- Street Cut, 4132 Payne Koehler  Rd-(12304949)-Street Cut
Mr. Nash stated that 4132 Payne Koehler is county.
Shane Jenkins presented a cut request for 1964 State Street for the new CVS. He stated that this doesn’t show boring but he assumes that they will do that as well. 
Mr. Thompson asked how close they can be to the sewer. 
Mr. Jenkins stated that they have to have at least a two foot separation.
Mr. Nash asked how long it would take. 

Mr. Jenkins stated that it will take two days. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they were going to bore it.
Mr. Jenkins said that he thinks they will on Green Valley but it will just depend on if they can get the equipment in there or not. He explained that they may be contacting Mr. Thompson to ask for his advice on that. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they are requesting the street permit just in case they can’t do the boring. 
Mr. Jenkins stated that is correct. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve 1964 State Street subject to meeting with Vectren to see what can and can’t be done, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
3. Betsy Crowe re: Permission to place storage pod on street at 1108 Farmgate Lane
Ms. Crowe stated that they are tearing out their garage floor and they will need a pod while the contractor replaces the garage floor and driveway. She explained that the contractor is telling her a week but she wanted to request two weeks to be on the safe side. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the pod is already setting out there on the street.
Ms. Crowe stated that she wasn’t aware that they needed a permit for it and as soon as she found out she requested to come before the board. 
Mr. Thompson asked why it couldn’t be put on the property rather than the street.
Ms. Crowe stated that she thinks they need to bring in a dumpster to take the concrete out and she didn’t think there would be room. 
Mr. Thompson suggested putting it on the property because as it sits now to go around the pod traffic has to go over into oncoming traffic and that is a huge safety issue. 
Ms. Crowe stated that she can call them to move it.
4. Tip McCurdy re: Veterans event for May 21, 2016 at the amphitheater 
Mr. McCurdy stated that this year in January he embarked on a veteran’s awareness suicide march through Armed Forces Day.  He explained that 400 of the people that attended were from this side of the river so he would like to move the walk over here next year and stated that the accommodations would be better for the participants and they would like to get a larger and broader base to attend this event. He stated that they left the location in the same condition as when they arrived and they were able to do the entire event for $700.00 and he thinks it would be really good for this community. 
Mr. Nash asked him to tell about the event.
Mr. McCurdy stated that they carry packs on their backs symbolizing carrying someone’s load and it is to honor veterans. He explained that it created a sense of camaraderie to hopefully get them out of the dark place a lot of them are in. He stated that the whole purpose of this is exposure to get the word out about this important issue. 
Mr. Nash asked where they would like to walk.
Mr. McCurdy stated that he doesn’t have a route at this time but will have it for pre-approval.
Mr. Nash asked how long the route is.
Mr. McCurdy replied 6.2 mile. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the riverfront could be the staging point but the route would need to be outside of that. 

Mr. Gardner stated that his only concern is that part of the riverfront may be under construction at that time. 

Mr. Nash stated that they wouldn‘t be able to approve a route this far out.  
Mr. Thompson stated that they could go ahead and approve the amphitheater for the starting point. 

Mr. Gardner stated that he could create another route that doesn’t include the riverfront and bring it back to the board because that would include street closures. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the amphitheater, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Lori Brown stated that they are hosting the Third Annual Block Party and would like to close Ekin from 11th Street to 13th Street. She explained that the event would be on June 13th form 3:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked what they do at their block party.
Ms. Brown stated that they usually play corn-hole, cookout, and the kids do bubbles and they play games.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Marcey Wisman-Bennett re: Handicapped spot at 156 E. Main Street
Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that she spoke with Mr. Speights and after their discussion he seemed favorable to having a handicap sign in that area and wasn’t aware that it was still on the agenda to be approved. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Speights typically approves residential spaces and this is very different than that because it is downtown parking.  
Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that the owner of the building said that before they had the sidewalks redone there was already a handicap spot there. 
Mr. Nash stated that they do not have a policy in place for handicap parking spots in business areas.  

Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that there is a handicapped spot on the corner of Pearl Street and Main Street.  
Mr. Thompson stated that he wasn’t aware of that so he would like to take a look at it.
Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that they do have a lot of elderly and handicap customers and in particular they have a client that uses a walker and it makes it very difficult for her to get to the business if she has to walk several blocks. She explained that she has spoken with the other businesses in the area and they are all in favor of this as well. 
Mr. Thompson stated that residential requests have a set of guidelines but to put one in front a business isn’t the same. 
Mr. Nash stated that his issues with the request are the ability to enforce it and the fact that they do not have a policy in place.  

Ms. Wisman-Bennett stated that she isn’t asking for one just for them but just to have on in that area and she was basing her request on the fact that there are others in the business district.
Mr. Thompson stated that he knows that they approved one for 2nd Baptist Church which was based on their congregation but that is the only one that they know of. 
Mr. Nash moved to deny request, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

2. Matt McMahan re: Loading zone at 114 E. Main Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Mr. McMahan today but there is still some work going on and questions about how the striping plan is going to come out so he would like to keep this on until that plan is submitted. 
3. Lynn Huffman re: Gallopalooza Horse placement at the corner of State and Spring
Mr. Summers stated that he met with Ms. Huffman after the last meeting and told her the general area that could work for the horse and she may have gotten ahead of herself and had the horse placed.   
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Summers went out after he saw that it was out to make sure it had clearance. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1.  Fire Chief Juliot stated that they will be collecting for Crusade for Children this year and they are partnering with Harvest Homecoming officials. He explained that they will not be doing roadblocks but will be on the sidewalks and they have talked with all the businesses in the area where they will be collecting. 

Mr. Nash asked if there is a central location to bring donations.
Fire Chief Juliot stated that they could bring them to headquarters at 316 East Spring or any other area fire station. 
2. Larry Summers re: Striping plan for Main Street

Mr. Summers informed the board that he has the striping plan from the state for Main Street that he is having copied for them, but it doesn’t include the portion in front of Big Four Burgers. 
3. Krisjans Streips re: Decorating tree trunks

Mr. Streips stated that he received a phone call regarding wrapping trees and they sent Mr. Mills out to look at it and once he looked at it he wasn’t concerned with the material and how it was attached but was concern with the length of time and the amount of trees. 
Mr. Thompson asked how the material would weather. 

Mr. Streips stated that he was told that if it started to look bad they would take it down and as long as they have it in writing that someone would be maintaining it the tree board is okay with it. 
Mr. Nash asked to put this item under old business until they get that information in writing.
