A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 9, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Warren V. Nash, president.  Mickey Thompson was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Sherrie Holmes, Chris Gardner, Police Chief Bailey, Colonel Fudge, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Fire Marshal Koehler, Bob Kaiser, Jessica Campbell, Brian Slade, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Alicia Meredith, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. IN-AWC re: Street cut permits at 343 Brokers Lane (main leak), Pineview & Corydon Pike (install PRV), 310 Ann Place (main leak)
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that it looks like the work has already been done on all of these. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.


2. Jacqu Young re: pod at 4242 Danny Drive 
Mr. Nash stated that this is in the county so the board would be unable to approve this. 
3. Tyrone Wilson re: Vendors permit to sell barbeque 
Mr. Wilson explained that he wants to set up a vending cart to sell barbeque at Grant Line Road and Daisy Lane in the parking lot. 
Mr. Nash asked if he has asked for permission from the owner. 

Mr. Wilson replied yes. 
Mr. Nash asked if he has the Health Department permit.

Mr. Wilson stated that he got his Health Department permit for the first weekend Thursday-Saturday from 11:00 a.m. until he runs out of food and he will go back to them for approval of more dates. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the vendors permit, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
4. Julie Schweitzer with the Arts Council re: Street closure request for Monarch festival on July 18th, 2015 on Market St. and banner request 
Mr. Nash stated that they received an email from Ms. Schweitzer requesting a street closure and banner for the Monarch Celebration. He explained that they would like to close Market from 7th to 9th from 10:00 a.m. – 7:00 p.m. and they would like to hang a banner for their event from July 6th-20th at the Spring and 8th location. A map of the traffic flow and information about parking is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 

Chief Bailey stated that he would prefer to hear from Ms. Schweitzer before approving the street closure. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the banner request, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
5. Doug Stewart with Infra Structure re: Street cut permits at E. Elm St. between 18th and Jay St. and Virginia Ct. from Albany St. to West St. for water main project 
Mr. Stewart stated that they have two water main relocation projects for IN-AWC and explained that the first is on East Elm between 18th and Jay. He stated that it is a 12”main installation that will be installed via a horizontal directional drill method on the east side of Elm Street. He explained that there will be open cut tie-ins to the existing mains at 18th, Thomas, and just west of Jay and the project will relocate all the existing services to the new main. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked how soon they would like to start.
Mr. Stewart replied that they would like to start doing some locate work next week. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked him if he has spoken with Mr. Thompson.
Mr. Stewart replied yes.
Mr. Nash informed Mr. Stewart that Mr. Thompson is on sick leave and Bob Kaiser would be his contact for now. He stated that he isn’t sure if those streets had been paved recently but they need to check on that. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve contingent upon him contacting Mr. Kaiser or Mr. Thompson before they make any cuts, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

Mr. Stewart stated that the second project is on Virginia Court and it starts at Albany to an alley just before West. He explained that it is a water line project that starts with an open cut from Albany to Virginia Court because it couldn’t be directionally drilled in that area. 
Mr. Nash asked when he wants to start this project.
Mr. Stewart stated that they would like to start in 2-3 weeks after they focus on the Elm Street Project. 
Mrs. Cotner Bailey asked if this project will require any street closures.
Mr. Stewart stated that they would probably need a street closure on Virginia Court because the open cut work is in the middle of the street. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked how long the closure would be for. 

Mr. Stewart stated about a week. 

Chief Bailey asked about the distance of the cut and expressed concerns about emergency vehicles accessing the area. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they could notify the residents in the area of the closures before they happen. 

Mr. Stewart stated that they will.  
Mrs. Cotner Bailey moved to approve the cut on Virginia Court and street closure contingent upon notifying the residents and contacting Mr. Thompson before they make any cuts, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
6. Gary Brinkworth re: Approval for the Autumn Grove Plat 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that Autumn Grove was approved several months ago by the Plan Commission and the developer has just about finished with construction. He explained that they want to get their plat recorded and passed out a copy for the board to review and sign. He stated that the developer is Autumn Grove Subdivision LLC and explained that they have owned that property for quite a while.  He stated that this it is in the fringe area so the county will have to sign off on the plat as well. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve and sign the plat, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Matt McMahan re: Loading zone at 114 E. Main Street
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that this needs to stay on the agenda.
2. Angela Ford re: Speeding issues and parking issues on Cherry Street
Police Chief Bailey stated that they have analyzed the issue and they have extra patrol in the area. 
3. Marcey Wisman-Bennett re: IndieFest at amphitheater on September 5th & 6th 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that they still don’t know what the city’s plans are for their event so they can’t make a decision. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Gardner to communicate this to Mrs. Wisman-Bennett. 
4. Kim Johnson with Develop New Albany re: Tree decorating art project
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that the board has not received a list of who will be maintain the trees so this needs to stay on old business until they receive that list. 
Mr. Nash explained that Stephanie called and wanted to know where to send the information and he told her to send it to Ms. Cotner-Bailey. 

Ms. Cotner-Bailey stated that she has not received anything.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Vicki Glotzbach for Rose Eichman re: Speed tables on Coyle Drive
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Ms. Eichman is very concerned that when the water park opens this will be used for a cut through and it will increase the problem that they already have with speeding. She explained that she talked with Councilman Caesar who has been talking with the residents in that area and they want to know if there is going to be some sort of light put in and wanted her to convey to the board that they entire street is concerned about this issue, not just Ms. Eichman. 

Mr. Nash stated that speed tables are not a likely option but they are looking at other alternatives. He asked Chief Bailey if they could have officers watch that area and make recommendations. 
Chief Bailey stated that their concerns are for when the park opens so he would suggest that they gradually monitor it and see how it works out. 

2. Paul Speights re: Handicap parking request at 2303 Shrader Avenue 
Mr. Nash asked that this stay on old business until they can talk to Officer Speights. 
3. Kim Johnson re: Painting the stairs to the amphitheater

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey explained that this request was brought to the board last week and they discussed it at the Flood Control meeting this morning and at this time they are not interested in moving forward with this. 

Mrs. Cotner Bailey moved to deny the request to paint the steps to the amphitheater, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
