A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 23, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Warren V. Nash, president.  Mickey Thompson, member, was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller, Police Chief Bailey, Colonel Fudge, Fire Chief Juliot, Fire Marshal Koehler, Bob Kaiser, Trent Baker, Tonya Fischer, Brian Slade, David Hall, Jessica Campbell, Brandon Sailings, Stan Robison and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Denise Jett re: Permission to set up food truck at City events 
Not Present.

2. Adrienne Gregory re: Wellness walk from State St. to Market and back. Every Thursday in July at 7:00 p.m. 
Ms. Gregory stated that they will be walking through southern Indiana to raise awareness of heroin abuse.  She explained that they will be walking throughout southern Indiana with “stop heroine” shirts on and invited the board to join the. She stated that they would like to walk from State Street to Market and back every Thursday at 7:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked how many people they usually have.
Ms. Gregory replied that they usually have about 10-20 and they are very mindful of street crossing and do not cause any traffic problems.  She explained that they want to walk from the Y to State Street.
Mr. Nash asked if they stay on the sidewalk

Ms. Gregory stated that they do. 

Mr. Robinson stated that they do not need any permits to do this. 

Mr. Nash thanked her for what she is doing. 
3. Doug Stewart with Infrastructures Systems re: blocking the intersection of Jay at East Elm for construction
Mr. Stewart stated that they are doing a directional drill and installing a water main for IN-AWC and they will need to block the intersection of Jay and Elm and Thomas and Elm on Thursday to facilitate the pulling back of the pipe. 
Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.
Mr. Stewart stating that it will take all day on Thursday at the least but no more than Friday and explained that they will contact emergency services about the closure.  
Mr. Nash asked about a detour.
Mr. Stewart stated that they will put directional signs at Jay and Spring, Jay and Oak, Thomas and Spring and Thomas and Oak.  

Police Chief Bailey stated that as long as they have a detour the Police Department is okay with it and he can notify the communications department about it 
Mr. Stewart stated that after they make the run from Jay to Thomas they are going to have to run pipe from Thomas Street to Eighteenth Street and they would like to bond the pipe on Friday so that they can pull it on Monday and in order to do that they would have to store the pipe in the block between Thomas and Jay which would occupy some parking. He stated that this will allow them to get the project done quicker. 
Fire Chief Juliot asked when they would start the detour.

Mr. Stewart replied Thursday and possibly into Friday. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked what time they would do the work.
Mr. Stewart replied 7:30a.m.-5:00p.m. but if it ran beyond that time they wouldn’t stop the work until it was done. 
Mr. Nash asked him to explain the second request again. 

Mr. Stewart explained that it is the same work but it is between Thomas and Eighteenth but in order to do it they have to bond the pipe together and they would like to do that on Friday and store it to be ready to pull on Monday possibly Tuesday. He stated that they would store it on the street but it would take up some parking.  
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they would work on the weekend.
Mr. Stewart replied no.
Mr. Nash asked if the residents have access to the street.
Mr. Stewart stated that they do have access but there is some disruption and explained that they passed out fliers to the residents to notify them.  
Mr. Nash asked if there would be any water service interruption. 
Mr. Stewart stated that there wouldn’t be right now. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the Thursday closure at Jay and Thomas on Elm Street, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

Police Chief Bailey asked Mr. Stewart if he notified the residents in that block that they wouldn’t be able to park there. 
Mr. Stewart stated that if the board approves it they will get notices out today. 

Chief Bailey asked if it was on the north or south side of the street. 

Mr. Stewart stated that it is on the north side and it will be from Friday to possibly Tuesday. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve to closure of the curb line along Elm between Thomas and Jay with the stipulation that they notify the residents as soon as possible, Mr. Nash second, motion carries. 


Mr. Nash asked that they keep Mr. Thompson in the loop as the work moves along. 

4. Steve Triplet with TSI Paving re: Traffic control and lane closure at State and Cottom for manhole repair
Mr. Triplet stated that they have a small project for the sanitation department at State and Cottom and explained that they will be replacing the brick manhole with a new concrete one and retire the old the one.  He stated that they work will require some lane shifting and they will have signs up prior to the job site on each end as well as cones. 
Mr. Nash asked when they will start.
Mr. Triplet stated that they want to start on Thursday of next week and try to open it back up Friday evening weather permitting but they will have it open for the holiday weekend guaranteed. 
Mr. Nash asked if the light functioning will interrupt what they are doing or vice versa. 
Mr. Triplet stated that it would not. He explained that they would like to work from 7:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the lane shifts for next Thursday and Friday, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

Mr. Triplet stated that he had another request to replace the curbs on the east side of 1st Street from Main to Market. He explained that they would start work this Thursday and there will be no lane closures but the parking lane would be blocked.
Mr. Nash asked if they had notified businesses

Mr. Triplet stated that they would do that and the parking lots would still be active. He explained that this would all be weather permitting and he will make sure to keep Mr. Thompson in the loop on both of these project. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the sidewalk and parking lane closures on the eastside of 1st Street from Main to Market, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Zachariah Lewis from the New Albany Football Team requested permission to have a roadblock on in July 11th and 18th at Silver Street and Spring. 
Mr. Nash stated that the city does not allow roadblocks in the street but they can do it on the corners if they stay on the sidewalks.
Chief Bailey gave him a card and stated that he and Chief Juliot would like to make a contribution to them and if he would give one of them a call over the next few days they will set that up. 

Chief Juliot recommended that they contact Walmart on Charlestown Road because they collected there for Crusade and raised almost $20,000.00.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Matt McMahan re: Loading zone at 114 E. Main Street
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that this needs to stay on the agenda until Mr. Thompson gets back. 
2. Kim Johnson with Develop New Albany re: Tree decorating art project

Ms. Stephanie Griffith presented the board with signatures and a layout for Vincennes Street which would be maintained by Strands Saloon and explained that Ms. Johnsonwill be taking care of Pearl Street but she doesn’t have her information with her. 
Mr. Nash stated that one of their concerns was that business owners that the trees would be in front of wouldn’t like it and this signature pages helps out. He explained that the other concern was maintenance. 

Ms. Griffith stated that is why they shortened it to just a block each and he will maintain Vincennes and Ms. Johnson will maintain Pearl. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that this is exactly the information they were looking for and as soon as they get Ms. Johnson’s information they can move forward.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Linda Moeller re: Approval for contract regarding capital asset reporting
Mrs. Moeller gave the board a copy of the contract to review.  She explained that this would allow a company to come in and do an inventory of all property over $5,000 in value and this will put the city in compliance with SBOA guidelines and get them back on track.  She stated that it has been reviewed by Mr. Robison and Mr. Gibson.  
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

2. Paul Speights re: Handicapped parking spot request at 2303 Schrader Avenue
Colonel Fudge stated that Officer Speights went out and inspected this location and they recommend approval. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.

3. Mr. Duggins re: Permission for Dan Coffey to have fireworks at Joe Kraft Park

Mr. Duggins stated that Mr. Coffey does this each year and requested permission from the board for this year. 
Mrs. Cotner stated that it seems like he would need to get approval from the Parks Department as well. 

Chief Juliot stated that he has in the past before the split and they always have an engine out there with him just in case. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to the parks department approval, Mr. Nash second, motion carries
4. Police Chief Bailey re: Interlocal Agreement with Floyd County for the 2015 JAG Grant
Mr. Nash stated that this has been reviewed by the attorney’s and the county agrees to pay the city $3,517.33 of JAG funds
Colonel Fudge stated that it is JAG grant that has been done for several years and explained that it is a joint grant and needs approval from the board to move forward 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
