A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 7, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Warren V. Nash, president.  

OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller, Police Chief Bailey, Fire Marshal Koehler, David Duggins, Trent Baker, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Stan Robison, Brian Slade, Jessica Campbell and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Frosty Treats re: Vendor’s permit renewal 
Not Present


2. IN-AWC re: Cut permits for 1821 East Elm (service leak), 1923 East Oak Street (main leak), 901 Culbertson Avenue (new service), 911-915 Culbertson Avenue (new service)
Mr. Thompson stated that work is already done but they haven’t put them back yet.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.


3. Vince Hopper with Open Home Office re: Sign at 152 East Main Street 
Mr. Hopper passed out copies of their sign permit application and Certificate of Appropriateness from the Historic Preservation Commission.  He stated that Fine Signs will be doing the sign and graphics and they would like permission from this board because it will be hanging over the sidewalk. 
Mr. Thompson asked if it will be anchored on the front. 
Mr. Hopper replied yes. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
4. Chris Jackson with Dan Christiani Excavating re: Street closure on Mount Tabor Rd. on July 8th -10th  
Mr. Jackson stated that they are doing a project for the city and passed out a map of the closure plan for the board to review.  He explained that they feel it is safer to detour it but they can do it one lane at a time if the board preferred that. 
Mr. Nash stated that he thinks it would be safer for the residents there to do it one lane at a time.
Mr. Thompson asked if they have the traffic signals that they can put up. 

Mr. Jackson replied yes. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would prefer the lane closure because it is for 3 days. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve lane closure from July 8th through July 10th from 8:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m., Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
5. Leah Walker with Family and Children’s Place re: Permission to use Amphitheatre on October 3, 2015 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she is not going to need the amphitheatre after all.
6. Brian Sieg re: Sign placement at 35 W. 1st St.
Mr. Sieg requested a residential only parking sign in front of two properties he owns on West 1st Street and passed out drawings of the location to the board. He explained that he has lost a resident because of parking issues and is very concerned that once the new brewery opens it will get even worse. He stated that he doesn’t think this will be a complete fix but it may help the residents. 
Mr. Nash asked if those are the only residences on that block.

Mr. Sieg stated that he thinks there are some more residents further up the street but he isn’t sure.  He explained that the city abandoned an alley next to the property and it was never reopened and he would have no problem putting parking in that area if that was a better option. 

Mr. Thompson asked that the board take this under advisement and he will go out there and take a look at the location

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Randy Hammons, Lawyer Excavating, explained that Mr. Thompson stopped by the CVS construction and asked why there was a delay getting across Green Valley and stated that it is because they ran into some issues with a leaking storm drain. He explained that they made the repairs but there was also issues with permits through the developer that delayed them for almost two weeks but that has finally been taken care of. He stated that they do have some concerns regarding the diversion curve because the yellow line isn’t in the center of the curve any longer. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he thought it looked like it was closer to the intersection.  

Mr. Hammons explained that the lane on the north east end actually wasn’t 12’ wide so it skewed the yellow line to one side. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there was anything in the plan for the curve to be painted yellow. 

Mr. Hammons stated that someone mentioned it but there isn’t anything in the plans. 

Mr. Nash asked when they will have it completed.

Mr. Hammons stated that they are finishing the final entrance into the hospital now and they hope to have it asphalted this week but it will all depend on the weather but they would like to have landscaping done and finished by the end of next week. 
Mr. Nash asked if the northbound lane is 12’now.

Mr. Hammons replied yes.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Matt McMahan re: Loading zone at 114 E. Main Street
Mr. Summers stated that they are waiting on INDOT to produce their striping plan before they make a decision on this.

Mr. Nash asked if he thinks this will be in the immediate future. 

Mr. Summers stated that it should be very soon. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Police Chief Bailey stated that River Run has been very successful and parking has been at a premium so the policy is now that employees will only be able to park in the north end parking lot at Holy Family Church and is not for overflow parking. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the Independence 5K Run went off well and they did have volunteers at each intersection. He explained that they spoke with the company that is going to be helping to grow this in the future and let them know that they need to be more organized and better prepared in the future planning of this event. 
Mr. Nash stated that they need to have a general conversation about these runs at some point because there are some serious safety concerns. 
Mr. Summers stated that he has the sign inventory that has now turned into a set of sign plans that BLN has been working on. He presented an abridged version of each of the sign plans to the board and explained that the plans call for approximately 1750 signs to be removed throughout the city with 40 of those not to be replaced. He stated that it should improve the standard and of the signs and the retro-reflectivity standards. He explained that he needs the board to sign this in order for them to move forward with INDOT. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have completed the inventory and now they need to replace the signs and he needs it signed to move on to INDOT
Mr. Nash asked about the time schedule.
Mr. Summers stated that that they need this approved immediately but Mr. Rosenbarger would be able to update them on the rest of the details. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sign replacement plans, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Mr. Nash asked to be updated on the farmer’s market.
Mr. Thompson stated that Mrs. Baird updated the council at the last meeting and explained that the tresses were in and Upton Pry was waiting on some steel but everything was on schedule for the August date. 
Mr. Nash asked if there was an issue with electric or if that had been taken care of. 

Mr. Thompson stated that she didn’t mention anything about electric during her update. 
Mr. Nash asked Police Chief Bailey if he spoke with the River City Entertainment contact.

Police Chief Bailey stated that he tried to contact him but no one answered.
