A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 14, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Warren V. Nash, president.  

OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Larry Summers, Linda Moeller, Fire Chief Juliot, Police Chief Bailey, Fire Marshal Koehler, Trent Baker, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Stan Robison, Alicia Meredith, Jessica Campbell and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Constance Fleming re: Extension of speed bump in alley behind Muir Manor 
Ms. Fleming passed out pictures of the alley Muir Manor and explained that a few years ago the city helped them out with a speeding problem by installing a speed bump in the alley but there is a full car width between their parking area and the speedbump that allows cars to go around. She explained that the traffic that used that alley flies through there and it is incredibly dangerous. She asked that the board extend the width of the speed bump to try and help alleviate the speeding issues. 
Mr. Nash asked who owns the property.
Mrs. Faye Banet stated that the property is owned by Muir Manor and it would be extended onto their property.
Police Chief Bailey asked that whenever they have an issue to please call them and let them know and they will step up patrol in that area. 
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Summers would check into the speed bump and get back to the board with a recommendation next week.
2. Jeremiah Catron with Creek Run L.L.C. re: Street cut request in alley between Vincennes and Cavel St. 
Mr. Catron stated that they have gained site characterization from IDEM so they have moved on to the remediation phase and part of that involves wells being installed through an alley located northwest of the 201 Vincennes Street property. He ask for approval to install the wells and trenching activities that would connect the wells. He presented the board with the scope of the work and a map of where the work will be done. Said information is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Nash asked if this is between Main Street and Market Street.

Mr. Catron replied yes. He discussed the scope of the work that is detailed in the handout presented to the board.  

Mr. Thompson asked if this means they found come contamination that they are going to try to address. 
Mr. Catron explained that they found some contaminating that extends offsite and they will be extracting ground water and soil vapors as well as pumping air into the ground to loosed contaminates. He stated that everything will be captured by the system and treated. 
Mr. Nash asked if this is all concerning the Marathon station that was at Vincennes and Main. 
Mr. Catron replied yes.  

Mr. Thompson asked how many wells they want to install.
Mr. Catron stated that there are only six wells in the alleyway and one trench along the eastern margin. 
Mr. Thompson asked what size the trench will be.
Mr. Catron stated that it will be 3 feet wide and possibly 150 feet long.
Mr. Nash asked if this handout is correct in stating that the remediation trailer will remain for 3-4 years.  
Mr. Catron replied yes.
Mr. Catron stated that one of the conditions for the variance that was granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals was to get this board’s approval to install the wells and the trench in the alley. 
Mr. Thompson asked where the trailer will be.
Mr. Catron replied that it is just west of the building.
Mr. Thompson asked how long it will take to install the wells and the trench
Mr. Catron explained that it should only take a month but due to weather and subcontractor scheduling issues they are asking for two months.
Mr. Thompson asked if they will want the alley closed.
Mr. Catron stated that the alley would remain closed for most of the duration of the project. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that she thinks they should give the residents notification.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding how this would affect the surrounding properties and their ability to get in and out.

Mr. Nash asked when they want to start.
Mr. Catron replied as soon as they can get the subcontractors scheduled.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve closing of the alley between Vincennes Street and Cavel Street, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second with the stipulation that they notify residents that they alley will be closed, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson asked that if they can shorten the time of the closure they would appreciate it. 
3. Fred Geswein re: Fast Freddy’s 5 Miler on November 26, 2015 from 9:00 a.m. until 11:00 a.m.
Mr. Geswein stated that other than the date this is the same request they have every year. He presented a handout to the board with all the event details. Said handout is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Thompson asked Chief Bailey if they had any problems with this event in the past. 

Police Chief Bailey replied none at all. 
Mrs. Cotner Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
4. Vectren re: Cut permits for 625 Albany St (12302070)-Street Permit, 2702 Pamela Dr –(12310955)-Sidewalk Permit, 1662 Silver Creek Dr (12286280)-Street Permit, 1425 Bellemeade Dr (12255691) – Sidewalk Permit, 1426 McCartin Dr (12305411)- Sidewalk Permit, , 1711 Grantline Rd-(12534691)-Sidewalk Permit
Rob Harbeson explained that Savannah Lane is in the county so they will not be able to approve these. He stated that all but the one on Grantline Road have been completed so they just need the permits for those.  He explained that the Grantline Road request is going to be a 5’X5’ section of sidewalk. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
5. IN-AWC re: Cut permits for Quality and Earnings Way (valve box repair), 1415 Vance Avenue (Replaced service)
Mr. Thompson stated that these have all been done. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
6. Matt Schafer re: Removal of handicapped parking sign at 901 E. Main St. 
Mr. Schafer stated that the prior resident that it was approved for no longer lives there and they would like to have it removed because they have no off street parking.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Matt McMahan re: Loading zone at 114 E. Main Street

Mr. Thompson stated that this is still not decided. 
2. Sign placement at 35 West 1st Street

Mr. Thompson stated that they need this to stay on the agenda. 
Brian Sieg asked what would be giving them hesitation on making this decision. 
Mr. Thompson stated that there is a process and application for residential parking but it is his understanding that would be exactly what he wanted in this area and explained that there is also a fee for that type of parking. 
Mr. Sieg stated that he is unaware that there was such an application and asked the board if they understand his concerns and why he is requesting this sign. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he does understand that the residents in that area do not have any parking
Mr. Sieg stated that the brewery is getting ready to open and they are already getting trash in the area from customers and it would probably only get worse. He asked Mr. Thompson if they considered opening that alley and stated that he would prefer that if it is possible. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t had time to check it out yet and that is why he asked for it to stay on the agenda for next week. 
Mr. Sieg asked if he needs to keep showing up if they keep it on old business. 

Mr. Nash stated that it isn’t necessary for him to be at the meeting for a decision to be made. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Gardner stated that Northside Christian Church reserved the amphitheater for July 22nd and he has been coordinating with them for their set up. He explained that he thinks it would help if the city placed a dumpster so there isn’t a big mess left behind. He stated that they would also like a street closure similar to what the city has done in the past from the east parking lot to the west parking lot behind the amphitheater. 

Mr. Nash asked what they are having there. 

Mr. Gardner stated that they are having a River Praise 2015 that will include food trucks and a couple of bands. He stated that the city doesn’t have a policy about having the trash removed so they addition of a dumpster will make cleanup easier on everyone. He stated that the event has already been approved they are just asked for the street closure. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the ramp would be closed. 

Mr. Gardner stated that it would be but it is from 6-9 p.m. on a Wednesday so he doesn’t see it being an issue. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the closure of Water Street on July 22nd from 6-9 p.m., Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Gardner explained that New Albany River State Production is the group that put on the musical last year for high school students and they would like to do it again this year. He stated that they are requesting the amphitheater on the 19th thru 21st and 23rd thru 27th.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they would need any street closures. 
Mr. Gardner stated that they would need some for security reasons and if they board would like they can give him the authority to manage and coordinate that with them. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of Water Street and the use of the amphitheater, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
