A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 28, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Warren V. Nash, president.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. IN-AWC re: Street cut permits for 1490 Old Ford Road (main leak), 1580 Eastwood Avenue (main leak)
Mr. Thompson stated that both repairs have been made.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Ms. Susan Stoy stated that she is a resident of Finchland and they have family homes on Coyle Drive behind the old convents of Holy Family Parish.  She explained that River Run Water Park has the capacity of 1300 swimmers and only 160 parking places and the neighborhood is a long-standing, well-established community and the onslaught of traffic has turned Coyle Drive into a canyon.  She added that there are vehicles parking on corners and boxing people into driveways with no visibility and now way to safely get out.  She also said that River Run patrons are walking down the street and traffic is speeding up on Coyle Drive coming around the curve from State Street to try to beat the traffic.  She stated that the street department has tried to use visible signs to accommodate overflow parking.  She said that you still see traffic circling Harris Court and parking on Rossmore and Finchland rather than going to the overflow parking lot.  She stated that Police Chief Bailey spoke with her briefly before the meeting and they discussed recommendations for more permanent solutions to the problem and the neighborhood is looking forward to those solutions.
Mr. Nash thanked Ms. Stoy for coming in.

Police Chief Bailey stated that he, the street commissioner, the pool directors and the city administration have had ongoing conversations regarding this matter and they will continue to review, correct and improve as we go.  He asked Ms. Stoy for her telephone number and said that he would continue to communicate with her.
Mrs. Roseberry stated that she was in touch with Laura Renwick and was told by her that the piano does not require a certificate of appropriateness because a certificate is only required when altering historic structures. She also stated that the issue of liability is a tricky one and she is still looking into that but she has been in touch with a gentleman in Seymour, Indiana that just installed a piano this week and he has partnered with the city on that and she is going to get more information from him.  She said that as far as the noise issue, she checked with some of the residents in downtown including her father and right now Jimmy’s Music does some late night concerts and he can’t even hear them.  She added that she thinks the noise is being overestimated and feels there is still much to be gained from saying yes to creativity and this project.

Ms. Teresa Baxter of Develop New Albany stated that they are really behind doing some art projects and feels that it would be a great idea for Mrs. Roseberry to get on their committee and     help them and they will see if this project is something they could work out.
Mr. Nash asked that Ms. Baxter and Mrs. Roseberry get together and then get back to the board.  

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey thanked Mrs. Roseberry for getting back to the board with the information they requested but she is still concerned with who would be liable if someone got hurt.
Mr. Thompson stated that he understands that Develop New Albany is going to get with Mrs. Roseberry to come up with something different.
Mrs. Roseberry stated that the piano is ready to go and feels that this could move forward separately from Develop New Albany but she would be happy to work with them on other projects.
Mr. Nash stated that the board would prefer that she work with Develop New Albany since they are thinking of the same type of idea.

Mr. Thompson stated that it couldn’t be approved today anyway because the liability is still not worked out.
Mrs. Roseberry stated that it is just assumed by the city in some of the cities she has spoken with and it is only a six week proposal.

Mr. Nash stated that it should be left under old business until the board gets a report back.

Mrs. Roseberry asked exactly what she should report back to the board.

Mr. Nash replied that she and Development New Albany should get together.  
Andy Carter explained that they are doing a development at the Underground Station at 37 Bank Street to kick off and do a grand opening. He stated that they would like to shut down the street and having a few bands. He explained that he spoke with someone from IndieFest and they talked about combining the two events. He stated that they would like to close where Bank meets Main to the flood wall on September 27th 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked what the times would be on the closing.

Mr. Carter stated that he is not sure of the times at the moment but he will let them know as soon as possible
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of Bank from South Main to the flood wall, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Mr. Carter requested a sidewalk cut on Bank Street to extend a downspout out to the street. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Thompson if he would like to look at it first. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to the street commissioner’s inspection, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that he is still working on this.
