A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 11, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member, Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Warren V. Nash, president.  

OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Linda Moeller, Fire Chief Juliot, Fire Marshal Koehler, Police Chief Bailey, Colonel Fudge, David Hall, Brandon Sailings, Larry Summers, Brandi Orth, John Rosenberger, David Brewer, Courtney Lewis, Brian Slade, Jessica Campbell and Vicki Glotzbach. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. John Walling, Koetter Group, re: Curb Cuts on the West Side of Green Valley South of Hausfeldt Lane
Mr. Walling stated that they need three new curb cuts to move forward with the Beach Mold & Tool expansion project and explained that what they are doing is making adjustments for truck traffic during the remainder of the project and one for an employee entrance to separate that from the truck traffic.  
Mr. Nash asked if there is a left turn lane anywhere. 
Mr. Walling stated that there is no south bound right turn lane and no north bound left turn but there shouldn’t be any traffic coming from north bound. 
Mr. Nash asked when they wanted to start this project.
Mr. Walling stated that they want to start late this month or first of September. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they have gone through Planning and Zoning. 
Mr. Walling replied yes and stated that it has also gone before the council. 

Mr. Summers asked if the plan has changed from when they looked at it in the field. 

Mr. Walling stated that it hasn’t but they are still evaluating the configuration of the existing curb cuts and they will come back to address those issues. 

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Summers if he has reviewed this request. 
Mr. Summers asked if he could have a chance to review this again before they move forward. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to the approval of the City Engineer, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

2. Matt Schaefer re: Curb cut at 901 E. Main St.
Mr. Shaefer stated that the he was here last month to request that the handicapped spot be removed and it has been but the painted part is still on the street
Mr. Thompson stated that it will be blacked out.
Mr. Shaefer showed photos to the board and explained that he would like to put a driveway leading to his detached garage and he needs a curb cut in order to proceed. 
Mr. Thompson asked if he has spoken to Duke because the construction looks like it might be close to the pole. 

Mr. Shaefer stated that he thinks there is room but he will follow up with Duke. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve provided he follows up with Duke Energy and returning sidewalks back to city standards, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
3. Vectren re: Cut permits for 37 Bank St (12319735)-Street and Sidewalk and 1145 Beeler St(12641746)- Sidewalk
Eric Ferree presented drawings to replace an 8” steel main and stated that they are set to begin work next Monday. He explained that they would like to shut down the road Monday through Friday because of the existing mains placement in the roadway. He explained that this is between Twin Oaks and Ormond with local access only and they will replace the entire section of the main. 
Mr. Nash asked if he had a detour in mind. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with them yesterday and they have plans for a detour and there will be notices at both ends to alert the public. He explained that there is a business that fronts Twin Oaks that has a driveway but it will not interfere with their business and it doesn’t interfere with any residents. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to detour signs being put out in advance, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
4. IN-AWC re: Street cut permits for 20 W 7th Street (main leak), and 708 Culbertson Avenue (main leak)
Mr. Thompson stated that he will have to call about the one on Culbertson because they don’t have the cold patch out yet. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
5. Jon Bullington with Excel re: Request for street closure and street cut permit on Georgianna Drive 
Mr. Bullington stated that they are looking to start the project next week and it would be shut down for approximately three weeks with local access. 
Mr. Thompson stated that their project is partly in the city. 

Mr. Bullington stated that it is all going to be directional drilled except where they tie in near Budd Road. 
Mr. Nash asked what they will be doing there.
Mr. Bullington explained that they are replacing water lines.
Mr. Thompson asked if they would have signage out and notify the neighbors. 

Mr. Bullington stated that they will. 
Mr. Nash asked what the timeframe is.
Mr. Bullington stated that they are allotting three weeks but they will hopefully be done in two and they will be starting work next Monday. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure and cut permits with proper notification to the residents, Mrs. Cotner second, motion carries. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Summer Hayes explained that they are hosting the Fall Flea in the parking lot at Main Source Bank and requested a banner at Spring & 8th for the event and they would like permission to park food trucks along Bicentennial Park and cone that area off to reserve those spots that day. She stated that the event will take place on September 19th and 20th and they would like to reserve along Spring or Pearl. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked how many trucks there will be.
Ms. Hayes stated that they have four right now.
Mr. Nash asked who is sponsoring the event. 
Ms. Hayes replied Dress & Dwell and Main Source Bank. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the banner permit and to block off parking on Spring Street for food trucks, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Richard Otey explained that he was here a couple of weeks ago inquiring about the property at 3217 Grantline Road and he was instructed to contact Mr. Rosenbarger and Mr. Duggins and he hasn’t heard anything back from them. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they plan to tear down the two structures in the near future and then discuss what they want to do with the property. 
Mr. Otey asked if they could define “near future”

Mr. Rosenbarger replied not today 
OLD BUSINESS:
Mr. Nash stated that there was an email to the board from John Ricketts requesting a 4-way stop at Logan Street and Vance Avenue and address the lack of speed limit signs. Said email is on file with the City Clerk’s office. He asked Mr. Summers to take a look at this and bring back a recommendation. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he will get a sign installed and look at where the tree needs to be trimmed in front of the sign. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Rosenbarger updated the board on the McDonald Lane project. He explained that they are tentatively looking for utility work to begin in September but the plans are still in flux so he wants to get back with the board in the next couple of weeks as they become more focused. He explained that the first phase would be from Charlestown Road westward near Hickory Vale. 
Mr. Nash asked if there will be one phase or more.  
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that is still to be determined and it will depend on traffic control and they are putting the finishing touches on that. He explained that it is a long awaited project and they are happy to get it started. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they have identified some areas that need to be prepared on the E. Main Street project from 5th to 15th and with the layout of the street it is going to require some road closures and there will be some detours coming at the end of this week. He explained that they are going to do some restriping on State Street from Elm to Cherry and they will repaint the bump outs. 
Mr. Nash asked if Culbertson West could be contacted to let them know about the closures. 
Mr. Thompson replied yes
Mr. Summers stated that INDOT would like to do striping on W. Main Street from State to W. 10th on August 18th and asked that the traffic officers mark that as no parking. 
Mr. Nash asked if all the paving was done on Main Street. 

Mr. Summers replied yes. 
APPOINTMENTS: 

BIDS:
Mrs. Moeller presented a bid for police cars for Mr. Nash to open and stated that there was only one bid submitted.
