A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 22, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member, Mickey Thompson, member, and Warren V. Nash, president.  

OTHERS PRESENT:  Linda Moeller, Fire Chief Juliot, Fire Marshal Koehler, Brian Slade, Police Chief Bailey, Colonel Fudge, David Hall, Tonya Fisher, Jessica Campbell, Courtney Lewis, Brandon Sailings, Mike Hall, David Duggins, John Rosenbarger, David Brewer, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Jeff Moe with Old National Insurance re: Brief discussion on new insurance
Mr. Moe explained that within their insurance group they serve several public entities across Indiana, one being the State of Indiana. He stated they just launched a fully insured insurance company that is A rated with broad coverage and they provide third- party administration claim service to go along with this. He explained that he has spoken with Mrs. Moeller a little about this but wanted to make the board aware of who they are, what they do, and how they serve public entities across the state so that they may be considered for the 2016 renewal. 

Mr. Nash asked if he had Mrs. Moeller’s contact information. 

Mr. Moe stated that he does. 

Mr. Nash thanked him for coming in.  

2. Doug Stewart with ISI re: Waterline project on McDonald Lane 
Mr. Stewart stated that they have a project with Indiana American Water to relocate the water facility main along with McDonald Lane in conjunction with the city’s upcoming street project.   He presented a maintenance and traffic plan for the board’s review and approval and explained that they met Larry Summers and John Rosenbarger last week to discuss this project.  
Mr. Nash asked when they were going to start.
Mr. Stewart stated that it will start on October 1st and should be completed by the end of the year. 
Mr. Nash asked how long the detour would be up.
Mr. Stewart stated that it would be in effect for about a month.
Mr. Thompson asked if one lane would be open.
Mr. Stewart replied yes.
Mr. Summers stated that they are doing some tree trimming on the south side of the road so they can get their equipment though, but they are not going to be allowed to do any work that would shut the road down until October 1st when the Grant Line Road project is done.
Mr. Thompson asked if they just need the lane for equipment. 
Mr. Stewart replied yes.  
Mr. Nash asked if the only detour would be Roanoke and Genung.

Mr. Stewart replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked if they were going to put up advance signage.
Mr. Stewart replied yes and stated that there will be one at Charlestown Road, Grant Line Road, and Hickoryvale that reads “road construction ahead on McDonald Lane”
Mrs. Cotner Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
3. Ginger Perez re: Request for “Stop” sign at corner of Oak and 7th St.
Ms. Perez stated that there is a safety concern for children catching the bus on the corner of Oak and 7th that is very dangerous. She asked that the board consider installing a stop sign to alleviate some of the dangers of speeding in the area before someone gets hurt.  
Mr. Nash thanked Ms. Perez for bringing this to their attention and stated that they would have the City Engineer and the Street Commissioner look at it and come back with a recommendation. 
4. Shane Drumm re: Addressing concern on round-a-bout 
Mr. Drumm stated that he has to drive through this area every day to get to work and just about every day he has a near miss at the round-a-bout. He requested that they replace the yield signs with stop signs because most people don’t slow down or adhere to the yield signs at all and will eventually result in an accident.  
Mr. Nash thanked Mr. Drumm for coming to the board and stated that they are very familiar with concerns for the round-a-bout and they will take a look at it and discuss it at the next week’s meeting. 
5. Matt Chalfant re: Curb cut at 303 Scribner Drive
Mr. Chalfant stated that he purchased the old Tribune Building and requested a curb cut to come off of Scribner Drive to go into their parking lot.  He explained that the only way to get into the parking lot right now is to go down the alley between Washington Place and Scribner. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the curb cut would be between the front two rows of parking.  

Mr. Chalfant stated that is correct. 

Mr. Nash stated that he would have Mr. Summers and Mr. Thompson look into it and they would have a recommendation at next week’s meeting. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the curb is already yellowed out where he is asking for the curb cut so they wouldn’t be losing any parking by allowing this.  
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Lighting at Edgewood Station
Mr. Thompson stated that he had the meeting with the engineer from Duke and there are two poles in that area but one was not eligible to install a light on it because of Duke’s restrictions for installation. He explained that installing a light at the opposite end might cause a problem because it could shine into the homes. He stated that while they were discussing it Ms. Holmes and another gentleman on the homeowners association’s board came in so they told them what was going on and they are going to discuss others options. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Nash stated that he wanted to recognize Daniel Suddeth for the work that he has done with the New Albany Tribune and congratulated him on his new position. 
1. Vicki Glotzbach for Williams Novelty re: Vendor’s permits for Harvest Homecoming Parade

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they get five permits every year to sell items during the parade and presented them with the email request. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

2. Vicki Glotzbach for Develop New Albany re: Street closure on Pearl St. between E. Spring St. and E. Market St. on Saturday, November 28th from 10 a.m. until 7 p.m.

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that this is for the Holiday Fest Celebration. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

3. Vicki Glotzbach for Vectren re: Cut permit at 37 Bank Street – sidewalk cut
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they received this request after packets had gone out for a cut for Vectren and they wanted to do the work tomorrow so they are asking that the board approve the cut. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

4. Mrs. Moeller re: Bank Reconciliation Worksheet for July, 2015

Mrs. Moeller presented the Bank Reconciliations for July 2015 and entered them into the records. 

5. Brandon Sailings re: Road closure at  1607 Valley View 
Mr. Sailings explained that storm water department will be replacing a metal culvert at 1607 Valley View Road and they will need to close the road between 9:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. and they will put road plates on so that traffic can get through after 2:00 p.m. He stated that they are going to do the work tomorrow and then on Thursday or Friday they will have to shut the road down to finish it. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Summers if he is familiar with this.
Mr. Summers stated that this is the first he has heard of it.
Mr. Nash stated that he thinks that they need to get signs up in advance and the board needs to have more than one day notice when they are going to do something like that. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they wanted to give them approval so that they don’t have to come back next Tuesday so that they can get notice out a week in advance and they can do the work next Wednesday.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve for Wednesday, September 30th with proper signage and notification, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

6. Larry Summers re: Intersection improvement project at Spring Street and Silver Street

Mr. Summers explained that as part of this project they are putting in a new signal and he needs the board’s signature so that they can forward it on to INDOT.  He stated that he doesn’t have the actual plans before him to show the board but it is a modernization of the signal and reconfiguration of the road. 
Mr. Nash stated that he would like to see the plans before they sign anything. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to Mr. Nash’s review, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

APPOINTMENTS: 

BIDS:
Mr. Christmas presented bids for the 2015 annual paving and street repairs. He stated that it is structured a little differently than previous years and explained that they worked with Mr. Thompson to identify all the current paving need quantities to be able to identify these areas and costs. He stated that the bids will be higher numbers than the appropriation but they can stop once they meet that number.
Mr. Nash asked if this time period is starting now and ending at the end of the paving season. 
Mr. Christmas stated that is correct but they have some flexibility based on weather but they will start immediately after the bid has been awarded. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have asked for substantial completion by November 30th.
