CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit requests at 807 Northgate Blvd (Main Leak), 618 East 5th Street (Replace Service), 201 Jackson Street (Main Leak), Grantline & Nelson (Replace VLV Box), Grantline & Elmwood (Replace VLV Box), Grantline & Elmwood (Reset VLV Box), 221 Virginia Court (Main Leak), Vincennes & Florence (Reset Valve Box), 1737 Florence Avenue (Main Leak), 129 West Market Street (Main Leak)
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve contingent upon review by the Street Commissioner, Mr. Nash second, motion carries 

2. Set hours for Trick-or-Treating from 6:00 p.m. – 8:30 p.m. on Halloween

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that the board has used these hours for the last two years. 

Mr. Nash stated that they should add that this is merely a suggestion and not mandatory and asked that everyone uses good judgment on safety and the weather.

3. Randy Hammons with Lawyer Excavations re: Street cut permit and traffic control on Elm St. at intersection of Elm and Woodrow 

Mr. Hammons stated that this is not going to be on Woodrow but Union and Pearl. He explained that there will be two cuts there and an additional one on Coyle Drive to replace the water mains. He stated that traffic control will be cones as they don’t see a need for a flagger. 


Mr. Nash asked how long it would take.

Mr. Hammons stated that it should just be one day at each location. 


Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked when they wanted to start. 

Mr. Hammons stated that they would like to start at the end of this week. 

Mr. Nash stated that he is concerned about traffic on Union and Pearl 

Mr. Hammons explained that they will be close to the gutter line and they will have signage. 

Mr. Nash asked if they need to close the road. 

Mr. Hammons replied no and stated that they will keep all the equipment on Union. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked that he talk with Mr. Thompson before doing the work.

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve contingent upon approval by the Street Commissioner, Mr. Nash second, motion carries 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Bryan Reschar with Dave O’Mara, requested a street cut permit at East 5th & East Main heading towards the flood wall. He explained that they are working on the water main for IN-AWC.  

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if the water service would be interrupted. 

Mr. Reschar stated that they will but IN-AWC will be notifying the customers.  

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked when they wanted to start 

Mr. Reschar stated that they would start tomorrow or Thursday and explained that the work will probably take three days. 
Mr. Nash stated that he is concerned with parking because Harvest starts Thursday. 
Mr. Reschar stated that there isn’t any parking in the area where they will be working. 

Mrs. Cotner- Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, motion carries. 
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Fab Bell re: Request for vendor’s permit

Ms. Bell presented the board with photographs of the items that she wants to sell and the streets that she would like to set up at. The locations that she is requesting is Spring & Pearl, Main Street in Front of City Parking, Bank Street and Bicentennial Park. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if she wanted to be on the sidewalk or the street. 

Ms. Bell stated that the items will be on the truck so she would need to be in a parking spot. 

Mr. Nash asked when she wanted to do this. 


Ms. Bell stated that she would like to do it October 8th, 9th, 10th and 11th. 

Mr. Nash stated that some of the locations would conflict with Harvest Homecoming. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked Ms. Lewis if she would like to speak on behalf of the Harvest Homecoming about this. 

Mrs. Lewis stated that she is under the impression that outside vendors aren’t allowed in downtown during the festival. 

Ms. Milburn stated that Ms. Bell was told by the clerk’s office that she wouldn’t be allowed to sell any items in the downtown area during Harvest Homecoming week. 

Ms. Bell asked about after the festival and if she could use those streets at that time. 

Mr. Nash stated that she would need to get them exact dates and times. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that they would take this under advisement and asked Mrs. Bell get the clerk’s office the exact dates, times, and space needed and they would consider her request. 
2. Striping on the turning lanes of Main Street and State Street

Mrs. Summers stated that there is an arrow inside of the turn lane going west and when he spoke to the State they indicated that they usually only mark the turn only lanes. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Summers if he recommended any changes. 

Mr. Summers stated that he doesn’t recommend any changes. 


Chief Bailey stated that he has been through there and he doesn’t see any issues with the stripping. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to take no action, Mr. Nash second, motion carries. 

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mike Sajaja, Aladdin’s Café, stated that he applied for an alcohol license from the state and it has taken several months and he still hasn’t been approved and with Harvest Homecoming this week he doesn’t think it will happen before then. He explained that he applied for a temporary license but was denied and he was told to come to the City to get the Police Chief to sign the alcohol permit. 
Chief Bailey explained that he is requesting a tent in the parking area in front of his business at 111 west market. He stated that he doesn’t think that they have ever entertained a request like this and they would need a lot more information regarding the structure before making a decision. He explained that without knowing more about the plan he doesn’t feel comfortable signing the alcohol permit but if the board approves the tent they can have further discussion.  

Mr. Nash stated that they have had numerous problems with parking in that area during the festival and explained that with the number of cars and people down there during Harvest it would be unwise to close that off. 
Chief Bailey stated that he thinks it is a safety issue because that street is not closed off for the duration of the festival and cars would be passing very close to the tent. He asked Mr. Sajaja to meet with him outside of the meeting to try to help him with the permitting. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to deny the request of the tent in front of 111 West Market, Mr. Nash second, motion carries.
