CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Chris Wiseman, Cripe, re: The Breakwater at Coyle 
Mr. Summers explained that they will be needing some street and sidewalk cuts as part of the Coyle development and would like to know what the pavement section is going to be for the streets they are going to be restoring.  
Mr. Thompson stated that they have a set of drawings that they have adopted that he can send to them to work from. 
Ms. Milburn asked if a list of the cuts would be provided after the work was done for the permits and fees. 

Mr. Thompson stated that it would be just like the bare steal projects. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries

2. Robert Mann re: Curb Cut at Crestwood Drive 
Not Present 
Chief Bailey explained that he is out of compliance with some vehicles parked on his property and would recommend that nothing be approved until that is corrected. 
3. Jermaine Franklin and Mark Pence re: Street cut request on Griffin St. 
Mr. Franklin stated that they need a street cut at 1010 Griffin Street to connect to a sewer line. 
Mr. Pence explained that it is a residential property and explained that 1008 and 1010 shared a sewer and at some point last year the neighbor cut him off and will not allow him to reattach so he needs to install a new line. 

Mr. Thompson asked if it was a sidewalk and a street cut or just a street cut. 

Mr. Franklin stated that there is no sidewalk in that area. 

Mr. Thompson asked if he has spoken to wastewater about taping the main. 
Mr. Franklin replied yes. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries
4. Warren Stepro re: Standing water issues on 2029 Maryland Ave. 

Mr. Stepro stated that they have a serious problem in their area because of flooding. He explained that the standing water is drawing mosquitoes and when they went to the Health Department they were told to come to the city to see if anything could be done. He presented a handout that was left by the Health Department addressing the issues and photos of the area. He stated that he has set traps but it hasn’t eliminated the problem. He explained that the alley hasn’t been paved in 51 years and now they don’t use it at all so the water collects in the area where there are large potholes. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he has spoke with Mr. Stepro and explained that they did pave some areas around him but couldn’t pave everything. He explained that they care of patching the alley but wasn’t aware of the mosquito issue. He stated that he did speak to wastewater because they will spray that are and once they have a frost it will eliminate the mosquitoes.  

Mr. Nash asked what is causing the standing water

Mr. Thompson explained that when he spoke to him they thought it was just the potholes but after seeing the photos it looks like it might be a drainage issue. 

Mr. Ham looked at the photos and stated that they can go out there and take a look at it. 

Mr. Nash stated that they will fill the potholes and get waste water out there to spray and Mr. Ham will also be out to look at the area to make sure there isn’t a drainage issue. 
Mr. Stepro thanked the board for their help.

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if she turned anything to the clerk’s office

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Mindy Milburn for Christopher Lake re: Handicap Spot at 312 East 13th Street 
Ms. Milburn explained that Mr. Lake called her office asking for a handicap spot in front of his home. She stated that he is blind and has a van pick him up for appointments so he doesn’t have his own vehicle but for safety reasons is asking the board to make an exception 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have done this before and explained that he will talk to Ralf Hines to get the paper work

Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to investigation by the traffic department, Mrs. Cotner Bailey second, motion approved. 

2. Mindy Milburn re: RV parked at 1843 Ekin blocking view from alley and taking up parking
Ms. Milburn explained that she received a call regarding an RV that is parking on the street and is block site when turning off of the alley and causing a safety concern. 
Chief Bailey stated that he will review it and speak to the owner 

3. Ken Adams re: extension of dumpster permit request
Ms. Milburn presented an extension request for Mr. Adams. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if he had already requested an extension before. 

Ms. Milburn replied yes. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he will talk with Mr. Adams because they want to make sure he knows this is the last time he can extend it because he has already asked for an extension once and it has been out there almost a month. 

Mr. Rosenbarger passed out the city’s agreement for federal money for the third phase of the Greenway Project which will complete the most intense part of the project. He explained that the federal share is a little over $2M and addresses East 8th to 18th Street which is scheduled to be under construction next spring. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

Mr. Thomson stated that Glenn Road off of Daisy Lane is very narrow which creates problems with parking and he would like to request that they install a sign that says no parking on street.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries

Chief Bailey stated that on Green Briar Drive at Green Valley there is a section of grass going back about 50-60 feet and people are parking in that area facing the opposite direction. He explained that it should be a no parking areas and is creating a problem on Green Briar. He suggested installing no parking signs. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
