A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 20, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member, Mickey Thompson, member, and Warren V. Nash, president. 
OTHERS PRESENT:  Fire Marshal Koehler, Police Chief Bailey, Assistant Chief Fudge, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, David Brewer, Stan Robinson, Joe Ham, Mike Hall, Jessica Campbell, Alicia Meredith, Linda Moeller, Larry Summers and Mindy Milburn. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Jim Book & Ray Smith re: Crit Bike Race 
Ray Smith requested permission to host the New Albany Criterium Race for Sunday, June 19, 2015. He explained that all of the details will be the same as the previous years with the exception of the change it month because there is another race the day before and they want to capitalize on the participants in that race. He presented the proposed route, said route is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Nash asked how many participants they had last year

Mr. Smith stated that they had around 300

Mr. Thompson asked if they have a rain date

Mr. Smith stated that they are a rain or shine event. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked if they notify the businesses in the area. 
Mr. Smith replied yes and explained that Mr. Book usually talks with them in weeks prior and then again the week of the event. He stated that the only specific issue they had is with the church and this past year they had their service on Saturday afternoon instead of Sunday. 
Mr. Thompson explained that for St. Marks they put out extra barricades and signs to redirect traffic because they have another entrance.   

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked that they touch base with St. Marks and Second Baptist. 
Mr. Smith stated he or Mr. Book would.  

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve with the stipulation that they work with St. Marks and Second Baptist, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 

2. Robert Mann re: 3305 Curb Cut at Crestwood Drive 

Robert Mann presented a drawing of the before and after of what he wants to do at 3305 Crestwood Drive and explained that he would need three cuts to install the circular drive. He stated that he believes there has been some complaints about the cars on his property by neighbors so he is building a garage to store them and also has a building on Mt. Tabor that he can move them to. 
Mr. Nash asked how many vehicles that he has 

Mr. Mann stated that he has 13. 
Mr. Nash asked if he is aware of any plat restrictions for his property. 
Mr. Mann stated that he is not.  

Mr. Thompson asked if has received a building permit for the garage

Mr. Mann explained that this is just a proposal and he would go get the permit for the structure once he moves forward. He stated that all the cars are licensed and they all run. 
Mr. Nash stated that he went by there and there aren’t any curbs at that location so this board can’t approve this request. He explained that he would need to speak to the Planning and Zoning to get something like this approved. 
Mr. Brewer stated that if he gets a building permit they can approve the driveway as well based on what it is he is wanting to do at that location. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out there and the hoods were up with a for sale sign so he wasn’t sure if he was selling cars from his property or if they were all his.  
Mr. Mann stated that he has one for sale but the rest had their hood up because he was charging the batteries. 
Mr. Brewer stated that his biggest concern is that the cars aren’t parked on a hard surface and while he is here trying to remedy that what do they do in the meantime. He explained that cars need to go and they can’t wait for him to get all of this done. 
Mr. Mann explained that once he gets the last one started he can get them all on a hard surface. He stated that he has a neighbor that has a vehicle that isn’t licensed and doesn’t run so it never gets moved and no one says anything about it. 
Mr. Nash stated that this board doesn’t have any jurisdiction to approve his request and since he is building a structure he needs to go to the Building Commissioners office. He strongly recommended that he looks at the plat restrictions for that property as well.  
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Ed Schindler with Habitat Street cut for 2231 McLean 

Mr. Thompson stated that he just needs a cut permit to run the sewer and it is in the alley that hasn’t been recently paved
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thomson second, motion carries. 

Amy Ebling explained that they bought three lots on Kent Street and made them into two and they need the board to sign the re-plat. She explained that she is going to the Sewer Board on Thursday to get their signatures. 
Mr. Summers explained that this has been approved by the Plan Commission but they will not sign off on it until the other boards have signed off on it.  

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries 
OLD BUSINESS:
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Ham if they did anything on Maryland
Mr. Ham explained that they televised the lines and they are clear. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he had rock put in the holes in the alley. 
Mr. Nash asked about the handicap request at 312 13th. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they are still waiting for traffic. 

Mr. Nash asked if they resolved the RV issue at 1843 Ekin. 

Chief Bailey stated that he is doing to try to get in contact with him again. 

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Thompson explained that they had to approve and emergency closure on the southbound lane of Pearl at Union because the contractor hit a force main with their boring equipment. He stated that they should have it opened back up today. He explained that they couldn’t come up with a good detour so they had them close it and use flaggers. 

Michael Hall stated that Trunk-or-Treat is Saturday the 24th from 5-7 p.m. and asked to close down the east parking lot of theater for that event. He asked Chief Bailey if they could get some extra help from traffic. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they would barricade the parking lot.  

Mr. Nash asked if they have a rain date. 
Mr. Hall stated that they do not but if the weather prevents the event they will discuss rescheduling it. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
Mr. Hall presented way finding signs for Silver Street Park and presented a copy of the signs and locations for where they will be installed.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 
Larry Summers explained that they city has been working with TARC to identify several bus shelters in the city and they have committed to build 2. He stated that the first will be on Grantline Road  across from Walmart and the second will be on Bono Road near Mitchell. He explained that they were planning to begin construction on the pads this week and need to get permission to work in the right-of-way.
Mr. Thompson asked if he has spoke with anyone from NAHA

Mr. Summers stated that he spoke with Mr. Lane and he is very excited about it. 

Mr. Thompson asked if it would involve any lane closures. 

Mr. Summers stated that they might have to do some traffic control on Grantline. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve with the stipulation that if they have to do traffic control they coordinate with the City Engineer so he can coordinate with the board.  Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
