A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 27, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member and Mickey Thompson, member. Warren V. Nash, was absent.  
OTHERS PRESENT:  Fire Marshal Koehler, Assistant Chief Fudge, David Brewer, Mike Hall, Jessica Campbell, Alicia Meredith, Chris Gardner, Stan Robison, Brian Slade, Trent Baker, Dave Duggins, David Hall,  Larry Summers and Mindy Milburn. 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Lenne Keithley re: Speeding on Schell Lane and sidewalk issues 
Mr. Keithley explained that he has been to the board twice before and he hasn’t had any response regarding the sidewalk on the west side of Schell and asked if they had any updates. 

Mr. Summers explained that the funds for the design won’t be available until 2016 so they are just waiting on that. 

Mr. Keithley thanked Ms. Cousins for getting back to him so quickly with information and thanked the Street Department for their quick pick up of branches and limbs. He explained that he used to have to call to get them to come out and now they are gone almost immediately after putting them out. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he will pass that along to the Street Department. 
Mr. Keithley thanked Mr. Thompson and the crew for clearing the area going into Community Park and along Court. He stated that the area has grown back up but he is will to clear the area going into the park and asked if that would be okay with the board if he did that work. 

Mr. Thompson stated that if he wanted to do that he could get a hold of them and they could come clean up whatever material he pulls out or he can make a note of it and they can get out there to clean it up. 
Mr. Keithley presented photos of the area and stated that he would be happy to do the work. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the board wouldn’t have a problem with that. 
Mr. Keithley requested a minimum of 2 speed tables from Cherokee to the first narrowing of Schell Lane and explained that cars come down that road and dangerous speeds and he is afraid someone is eventually going to get injured. He stated that the police department can’t be there all the time and this would be an inexpensive and quick way to address the issues. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they will have the City Engineer go out and look at the area and come back to them with a recommendation 

Assistant Chief Fudge stated that he would also let the police department know to increase patrols in that area. 


2. Nancy Hayes re: Illegal taxi cabs operating in the City of New Albany  
Nancy Hayes explained that she works for Yellow Cab and was told by Ms. Milburn that they are the only legal cab company in the City of New Albany. She stated that there are several individuals operating as a cab company in the city that are not licensed and the drivers do not have permits. She gave a board a brief description of the different vehicles that she has witnessed operating illegally and described an encounter with an officer at Harvest Homecoming that asked her who enforced the taxi cab ordinances when she complained about an illegal one sitting in front of Wick’s.  She stated that she told the officer that it is the police department’s job to enforce that ordinance and he said to her that he wasn’t aware of any taxi ordinance for the City of New Albany. 
Assistant Chief Fudge stated that all the officers have access to the city code so he isn’t sure why she was told that but he would make sure they were all aware that there is a taxi ordinance in the city. He asked Ms. Hayes to get with Major Pop to give him the information she presented to the board and explained that he would also speak with Chief Bailey about her concerns. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Andy Ashley updated the board on the paving project that MAC is doing for the city. He explained that there shouldn’t be any work going on this week with the exception curb ramp replacements and next week the paving crew should be out full time. He presented the following updated schedule:
