A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 10, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member Mickey Thompson, member, and Warren V. Nash, president.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Indiana American Water re: Cut permits for 2562 Lynn Court (main break), 1206 Ekin Avenue (replace meter set), 305 E 7th Street (replace service)
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 


2. Vectren re: Cut permits for 1927 Center St - (12912789)-Sidewalk permit 
Rob Philpot explained that it is a service retirement and the cut is going to be in the sidewalk. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

3. Susan Kaempfer re: Fall Market & Holiday Shopping 
Ms. Kaempfer stated that they started winter hours last week for the farmer’s market from 10:00 a.m. – 12:15 p.m. every Saturday from November 1st through Derby.  She requested extended hours on November 28th and December 12th until 2:00 p.m. 
Mr. Nash stated that they just approved a request from Develop New Albany for the 28th. 
Ms. Kaempfer stated that they can set up normal hours and then move the booths to another location when they need to set up for Holiday Fest. 
Mr. Nash stated that they do a wonderful job there and he is always amazed with the crowd down there. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the extended hours on December 12th from 10:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m., Mrs. Cotner-Bailey, motion carries. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of City Square by Develop New Albany for the winter market from 9:00 a.m. – 12:30 p.m. from now until Derby, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
John Nader, Gul Inc, stated that he is here as an advisor and a friend and explained that they have presented the board with a taxi cab application. He stated that as he understands that there are no other legal cab companies on an intrastate basis here in the city and they would like to establish New Albany as a base for their fleet. He explained that they have a great deal of experience in Louisville and have submitted all the necessary documentation.  
Chief Bailey stated that he would need to review the ordinance regarding this with the clerk’s office. He explained that Major Popp is still reviewing the other taxi related issue and asked that they table this until next week. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they have looked at a place that they would be operating out of. 

Mr. Nader explained that one of their drivers lives here and he will be using his residence to start out with. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he has some concerns about them parking multi vehicles at any residential location. 
Mr. Nader explained that they would just be starting out at that location and they would only start with 2-3 cabs. 

Mr. Nash asked if the name of cabs are Orange Cab. 

Mr. Nader stated that they would be called Green Cab in Southern Indiana which is a DBA.
Chief Bailey explained that they would need to look into whether or not they could operate the business out of a residential area as well. 

Mr. Nader stated that if they board requires they will get a commercial address. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take the application under advisement for review by Chief Bailey, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Water main replacement on Woodrow Avenue 


Mr. Thompson stated that they have completed the boring and have removed the equipment that they were getting complaints about, but he hasn’t had a chance to get up there to see how many sections of sidewalk are affected. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Courtney Lewis explained that she is helping Develop New Albany with the Holiday Fest this year and they are requesting permission to use the City Square on November 28th from 12:30-6:30 for a beer garden as an expansion of the Jingle Walk. She stated that flood control will have it fenced off and they have invited all the local breweries who will have the required permits. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries. 

Chief Juliot presented an Interstate Emergency Management Mutual Aid Assistant Agreement and explained that it is an agreement regarding mutual aid with Jefferson County, Kentucky that covers members of each agency in case of an injury. He stated that it also addressed reimbursement issues from FEMA in case of a natural disaster and explained that they plan to present the same document with Clarksville and Jeffersonville as soon as it is finalized.
Chief Bailey explained that they have interactions on a daily basis with law enforcement from Jefferson County, Kentucky often times pertaining to the Sherman Minton Bridge where they assist one another. He explained that this will help facilitate any and all interaction that they will have with them. 
Chief Juliot stated that it has been reviewed by the legal department and the mayor.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second motion carries

Chief Juliot informed the board that they will be doing a regional training exercise coordinated through the EMA of Floyd County where they will be simulating a rail car leak at West 5th Street. He stated that it will be this Friday at 9:00 a.m. and there will be several agencies involved. He explained that Mr. Hall will be sending out a press release later on today. 
Mrs. Moeller presented the September 2015 Bank Reconciliation Report and asked that it be entered into the record. 

Michael Hall reminded the board that there is a Veteran's Day Ceremony tomorrow at 11:00 a.m. at the Market Street Memorial and invited everyone to come out. 

Mr. Nash asked about the complaints regarding J&J Pallet using Cost and Best. 

Chief Bailey stated that based on what they have observed the trucks are using the approved routes from Market to Silver. He explained that they haven't gone out there to talk to them but this is based on what they have observed and stated that it is a little tight but the driver made it work. 
Mr. Nash asked about how Thomas Street sidewalks were coming along. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they are almost finished and then they will begin paving.
