A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 17, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member Mickey Thompson, member, and Warren V. Nash, president.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Stephanie Griffith re: Uptown ornament walk on Vincennes St. and permission to decorate trees
Ms. Griffith informed them that the Uptown Ornament Walk is going to be on December 11th and explained that there will be some extra traffic on the sidewalks. She explained that they also wanted to have caroling and asked if they needed approval for that. 

Mr. Nash replied no. 
Ms. Griffith requested permission to wrap trees along Vincennes during the holidays. She presented a handout with the locations of the trees, contact information for who would be maintaining them, as well as signature sheet from local businesses that welcome the decorations. She explained that if the request is approved the trees would be decorated on November 24th and all the ribbon would be removed on January 5th. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked how many trees they would be decorating. 
Ms. Griffith replied 24.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Uptown Ornament Walk and decorating trees on Vincennes Street, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

2. Nathan Grimes for Matt Geiger re: Installation of handicap ramp at 1011 Vincennes Street
Mr. Grimes explained that he is representing the owner of the building at 1011 Vincennes Street and stated that they are looking at possibly opening a restaurant at the bottom of the building but they will need to install a handicap ramp. He presented the plans for the ramp to the board and went over the plans. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they are doing something with the glass as well.

Mr. Grimes explained that they are going to span the glass with the handrail. 

Mr. Grimes explained that there was some concern with regards to a cut out for a tree that left 36” space for ADA requirements. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he thought the requirement was 42” now.

Mr. Summers stated that 36” inches is the bare minimum and he doesn’t usually like to use that because there isn’t any room for variation. 
Mr. Grimes stated that if they need to they will cut the corner with a tree well. 
Mr. Nash asked how far it will extend from the store.
Mr. Grimes replied 3’ 10”.
Mr. Summers asked how much of the sidewalk will be left. 
Mr. Grimes replied a little more than 5’.
Mr. Summers stated that the main issue he has is designing for the bare minimum of 36”.
Mr. Thompson asked if it has to be that close to the tree well.
Mr. Grimes stated that it is very close but they designed it to make sure they had that clearance. 
Mr. Summers asked if the city should be insured on the private ramp since it is on the public right-of-way.
Mr. Gibson said that the city should be listed as an additional insured.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding how much time he has to start the project once it has been approved. 

Mr. Nash stated that he doesn’t have any issues with when/if he starts the project he just wants to make sure that once it is started that the project is completed. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon the city engineer’s final approval and naming the city as an additional insured, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
3. Christal Crady re: Street light on Beechwood Avenue 
Ms. Crady stated that between the Charlestown Road intersections up Lopp Avenue it is very dark and there are parents and children that walk in that area between 5:00-7:00 a.m. which makes it very dangerous because cars can’t see the pedestrians. She explained that there is a light post at 1324 but there is no light. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they will go out and check it out to see if there is a post there or to see if there is one that isn’t working. 
Mr. Nash stated that this item would be taken under advisement until Mr. Thompson can go out and look at it. 
4. Debbie Byrne re: Dog Park
Ms. Byrne stated that she is here to check the status of the dog park and explained that they have been told for the better part of the year that it would be built this year. She stated that about six weeks ago they were told that they city hopes to break ground this year and then finally she received a voicemail from Mr. Duggins explaining that the dog park is going to be bigger and better but will not be built until 2016.  She stated that she is skeptical of that because she was originally told that it would be built in 2015 and asked if the board could elaborate on whether or not the new time line is correct. 
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Duggins would be the one to address this question and unfortunately he is in Indianapolis today.   
5. Ryan Rodgers with Feast BBQ re: Permission to hang sign 
Mr. Rodgers presented the board with renderings of the sign that they would like to install and explained that they want to install an old school neon sign that hangs off the building. He stated that they have permission from the Historic Preservation Commission and now they need permission from this board. 
Mr. Nash asked if it is 3’8”.
Mr. Rodgers replied that is correct plus 4” for the bracket. 
Mr. Thompson asked if this has been to Planning and Zoning. 

Mr. Rodgers stated that it has not because he was told this board needed to approve it before he submitted his sign application. 

Mr. Thompson asked if they came out to look at it. 

Mr. Rogers stated that they did not. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey stated that this seems backwards as they should approve the sign first. 
Mr. Gibson explained that the request is can he hang the sign over the right-of-way and then they will determine if the sign is appropriate. 
Mr. Summers asked what the height is off the ground.
Mr. Rodgers replied approximately 12’
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to final approval by Planning and Zoning, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

6. Rob Philpot, Vectren re: 425 W 8TH Street-(12889145)-Street Permit, 1900 Bono Rd (12934189)-Street Permit, 1007 E Market St (12900902)-Sidewalk Permit
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner Bailey second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Police Chief Bailey stated that he doesn’t have any objections to the approval of Mr. Rehmah’s request but he will state that he is still concerned about operating a business out of a residential address. 
Asif Rehmah stated that he is just across the bridge in Louisville where he has a garage and is operating 60 cabs in that area. He explained that a lot of drivers are working in this area and he wanted to get the permits to open the company on this side of the river. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he is concerned with giving approval to operate from Louisville because of the other companies that were required to have a business in Indiana. 
Police Chief Bailey stated that legally, he finds no reason to not approve the request with the reservation of the location of the business on Cheryl Drive. 
Mr. Nash stated that it is a need for the public for him to serve but he is also concerned about him working out of a residential location. 

Mr. Rehmah stated that the address on Cheryl Drive would just be a dispatch center.
Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Gibson if he doesn’t have a place to operate out of New Albany can he operate from Louisville until he establishes a base here. 
Mr. Gibson stated that wherever his office is going to be is still subject to zoning regulations and he can’t have the cabs sitting in front of the residence.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey asked for the address. 

Mr. Rehmah replied 4401 Cheryl Court. 

Mr. Gibson stated that is a Jeffersonville address.  
Police Chief Bailey requested a list of drivers who are required to provide proof of a license to operate a taxi cab and he advised them to all review the code of ordinances that pertain to traffic safety and taxi cabs. 

Mr. Nash recommended that they get the council to review the taxi ordinance and possibly update it. 
Mr. Gibson stated that the only thing that he didn’t see in the ordinance is that they have to have business location in the city and the packet that he submitted doesn’t include his insurance so they will need that before he is legal to operate.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to them providing insurance and meeting the permit needs of the drivers, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second. Motion carries.

1. Vicki Glotzbach for Susan Kaempfer re: Setting up early at farmer’s market on Saturday, November 21st for turkey sale at 7:45 a.m.
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from Ms. Kaempfer to set up early at the farmer’s market on November 21st for the turkey sale. 

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

2. Mrs. Cotner-Bailey re: Contract with Michel, Timperman & Ritz for Fairview Cemetery and Westhaven Cemetery
Mr. Thompson explained that that this is a contract for improvements to Westhaven and Fairview.  He also explained that it is to look at what improvements could be made to the cemeteries and advise the city accordingly. 

Mr. Nash asked what the timeframe is.

Mr. Gibson stated that it would start as soon as it is approved and they will report back to the board and then the work will be bid out.  
Mr. Nash asked what the cost is.
Mr. Gibson replied it is estimated at $20,000.00
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries. 
3. Police Chief Bailey re: Handicap parking spot requests 

Police Chief Bailey requested the board’s approval for a handicap request at 1310 Chartres Street and submitted the paperwork for the request at 312 East 13th Street. He recommended approval for the request at 1310 Chartres Street. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

4. Mr. Thompson re: Tree removal at the top of Cherry Street Hill

Mr. Thompson explained that there is a large tree that Duke is going to remove for the city because of proximity to the powerlines and when they do the work they will need the intersection closed for a couple of hours. He stated that they will required them to put signage out before the work starts. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
Mr. Summers stated that the work is basically completed on Thomas Street and now they are out there paving as part of separate contract. 
Mr. Nash asked to be reminded where the project was. 
Mr. Christmas stated that it went from Market Street to Beeler Street and the only thing left to do is striping as soon as the paving is completed.
