Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Street light on Beechwood Avenue
Mr. Thompson stated that he has an appointment scheduled with a Duke engineer to see if a light can be placed. 

2. Garbage pickup in Bellewood Condos
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Slade is going to meet with them to look at alternative options. 

3. Yellow striping in alley behind 1822 E. Oak Street
Police Chief Bailey stated that he had an officer spoke with the building manager and they haven’t had any additional problems since that conversation. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the striping is faded and could be repainted. 

4. Driveway next to 718 and 719 W. Spring Street

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. John Rosenbarger re: LPA Consulting Contract with Beam, Longest and Neff, LLC
Mr. Summers stated that BL&N are going to be doing the inspections on the large number of signs that will be going in around the city in 2016.  He explained that they will make sure that the signs are installed at the proper locations and ensure that they are being installed properly. He asked that the board approve the contract. 
Mr. Nash asked who will be doing the signs.
Mr. Summers replied that hasn’t been let yet.
Mr. Nash asked if these are for State Street.

Mr. Summers stated that they did a sign inventory for the entire city and with that inventory they determined that there were over 2,000 signs that were inadequate and they are replacing all those signs. 
Mr. Thompson stated that this came after the federal mandate that all signs meet the new retro reflectivity requirements. He explained that they inventoried all the signs to see if they were necessary, in the correct place and which ones needed to be replaced. 
Mr. Summers stated that BL&N is going to make sure that they are all going in properly and at the correct locations and the contract is not to exceed $55,000.00 and it is a 90/10 federal share. 
Mr. Nash asked when they will start.
Mr. Summers stated that it is a February letting so it will probably start in April.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
2. Mr. Thompson re: McDonald Lane Project
Mr. Thompson explained that they will be crossing Charlestown Road but they have no plans to shut down the road and will continue to use police officers for traffic control. 
3. Mrs. Moeller re: Light up New Albany
