A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, DECEMBER 8, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.


PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
1. George McCoy re: Dumpster permit request at 1510 Ekin Ave.
Mr. McCoy explained that he would like to set a forty-yard dumpster in the street from the December 14th through the 21st to clean out a house. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the big fenced-in property is his.
Mr. McCoy stated that belongs the neighbor.
Mr. Nash asked if he owns the property.
Mr. McCoy stated that he is just cleaning up the property. 
Mr. Thompson explained that he has to have reflective tape on the dumpster. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

2. Vectren re: Cut permits for 520 Culbertson-Street Permit, 610 Culbertson –Street Permit
Sam Reed stated that there are two faults in the area and they need to renew the services.  

Mr. Thompson asked if they will be open cuts all the way across the street.
Mr. Reed explained that he thinks it will be right at the main. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Mr. Reed stated that the bare steel project is completed and explained that he has the rest of the cuts to turn into the clerk’s office. He stated that he came before the board a couple of weeks ago to talk about McDonald Lane and they will need to close it for about 2 days during the day. 
Mr. Nash asked if it would be at Roanoke.
Mr. Reed explained that Roanoke will have limited access with flaggers in the area. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there is some way to flip this to detour to Genung because of the school. 
Mr. Reed stated that he doesn’t have a problem with that. 
Police Chief Bailey asked the date of the closure.
Mr. Reed stated that they would be ready to begin work tomorrow if it is approved. 
Police Chief Bailey asked if the school corporation is aware of the closure.
Mr. Thompson stated that he will call them this afternoon to let them know. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of McDonald Lane from Charlestown to Roanoke, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that the Vectren did a lot of work around town on the bare steel project and they were very helpful and did a great job.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Street Light on Beechwood Avenue
Mr. Thompson stated that he did meet with Duke and they can install a light there and position it towards the area of concern. He explained that he spoke with the individuals from the daycare to let them know that it would be installed. 

2. Driveway next to 718 W. Spring Street 
Mr. Thompson stated that he still needs to meet with him about this. 
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
1. Vicki Glotzbach for TMP Worldwide re: Signage at Harvest parking lot

Mrs. Glotzbach explained that TMP is having trouble with people parking in their permitted spots and they wanted to know if the signs could be reinstalled that said permit parking only during work hours. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the company that they order their signs from couldn’t match the signs but they did recommend another company and he has a signed ordered that states public parking after 5:00 p.m. He explained that if that doesn’t alleviate the problem then they can look at ordering individual signs. 
2. Larry Summers re: Emergency Repairs
Mr. Summers explained that a couple of weeks ago the board declared several areas in the city as emergency areas and updated them that Grant Line Road has been paved. He stated that there is work being done on Daisy Lane and I-265 & Charlestown Road. He explained that striping is going to start on at Grant Line and Daisy on Thursday and the loops for the traffic signals will be installed on Monday. 
3. Shane Gibson re: Insurance 

Mr. Gibson explained that he needs the board approval to move forward on medical insurance.  He stated that they had Neace Lukens shop the plan and they recommend that the city go with United Healthcare.  He explained that they currently have Humana but they will not see any change in coverage or providers with the switch and they are saving about 10% in the increase if they move to United Healthcare. 
Mr. Nash asked to clarify that the only change that an employee would see is that there is a different company. 
Mr. Gibson replied that there might be a slight increase in premium payment if you are on a PPO. 
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the acceptance of United Healthcare for 2016, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

4. Mickey Thompson re: Installation of stop signs in YMCA parking lot
Mr. Thompson stated that they had a concern regarding the entrance to the parking area of the YMCA where it converges at three different points at the bottom of the hill. He explained that there is a signpost at one corner and they could install another to add stop signs to make the area a safer.  

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
