Mr. Bryan Slade stated that he is pleased to report that on December 17th the council extended ECOTECH’S contract to provide their services with expanded services for the next five years.  He said that they are looking forward to the next term and really appreciates everything that the board does.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Slade if he could elaborate on the expanded services.

Mr. Slade stated that the street department has provided services for many years that fall into the category that is generally referred to as bulk items.  He explained that these are certain piles of things that qualify to be collected and Mr. Thompson’s department has been responsible for collecting those and he has assigned four employees for five days a week to do that.  He said that he went through a survey to determine if there is a better opportunity in that for the city and learned that ECOTECH could provide those services and tuck them in with logistics routing and add new equipment and employees without increasing any cost to the city.  He stated that it will allow the city to transfer four employees to regular duty on street department work and will allow the city to save about $300,000.00 per year and gives us the opportunity to expand services in both areas and do a better job for all of the residents of the city.
