A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, DECEMBER 29, 2015 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner-Bailey, member.  

OTHERS PRESENT:  Assistant Police Chief Fudge, Police Chief Bailey, Jessica Campbell,  Mike Hall, Bryan Slade, David Duggins, Joe Ham, Krisjans Streips, Trent Baker, David Hall, Larry Summers and Vicki Glotzbach 

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Scott Blair re: R-14-14 Common Council having input on Certain 2015 Projects

Councilman Scott Blair stated that he just wanted to make the board aware that in the 2015 and 2016 budget process there were capital items that were being funded out of EDIT and Riverboat Funds.  He explained that the council put a resolution together that those items should come back to the New Albany City Council before bids are awarded.  He stated that he did some research and in the 2015 budget there were a couple of items that included the dog park and police records management and software system and presentations were made on both of those to the council.  He explained that those items would go back to the council for a vote before it could be awarded.  He also explained that he had a conversation with Mr. Duggins and Mayor Gahan and they agreed to eliminate Alternative No. 2 on the dog park which were trails that were going to be cut on the back part of that Cannon’s Acres property.  He said that he is speaking as one of the nine councilmembers but as long as that piece is eliminated, he is okay with not taking it back to the council for a vote.  He also said that when it comes to 2016 items it is very clear that we passed a resolution and any projects coming out of EDIT or Riverboat have to come back to the council for a vote before the bids are awarded.
Mr. Nash asked if he understood that this is an administrative board and we don’t make policy.

Mr. Blair replied yes and stated that he also understands that if there is a resolution out there saying that things have to come before the council before they are awarded for bid then this group should not award those projects.

Mr. Nash stated that is an administrative decision.  
Mr. Blair stated that he understands but he could’ve also ask the board to table that if he so chose.   
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Philpot, Vectren, stated that there is a retirement project at 1104 State Street and requested a sidewalk cut.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above sidewalk cut request for Vectren, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
Mr. Jason Cox, 2030 Ekin Avenue, stated that he is trying to get a street light installed in front of his house.  He explained that every fourth pole on his street has a street light and his does not and he is right across from the old Silver Street School.  He said that it is so dark and he has had a car and other things stolen.  
Mr. Nash asked if his neighbors are in agreement.

Mr. Cox stated that he hasn’t asked them but he is pretty sure that they are.
Mr. Thompson stated that we typically don’t put street lights any closer than 300 feet apart.  He said that he would check into it. 

Mr. Nash said that the board would take it under advisement and get back with him.
OLD BUSINESS:

1. Covered fire hydrants
Mr. Thompson stated that Fire Marshal Koehler spoke with INAWC and they told him that they are repair projects that they haven’t undertaken yet.

TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

1. Larry Summers re: Construction plans for Ohio River Greenway
Mr. Summers stated that the board has a set of plans for the Ohio River Greenway that will connect where it ends at the present time. He explained that this is an 80/20 funded project through the state which will cost around $2.5M and the state will fund $2M of that.  He said it is scheduled to let in April and construction is to begin in May.  
Mr. Nash asked when it will be completed.

Mr. Summers stated that he believes it is estimated at one year.  He explained that the next step is to have the board of works sign the cover sheet so that it can be submitted to INDOT.
Mr. Nash asked if this from E. Sixth Street to Eighteenth Street.

Mr. Summers replied yes.

Mr. Nash asked if everything else is completed.
Mr. Duggins stated that this is our final piece of the original Greenway Project.  He said that we will probably start looking at the west section in 2016 but that is not federally funded. 
Mr. Lanz stated that last night his guy submitted the tracings for the Clarksville portion that will join to this.  He encouraged all of the attorneys to go through and get the land needed and stated that entire quarter is going to be under construction in 2016.
Mr. Nash asked what the status is in Clark County.

Mr. Lanz stated that it is also being let in April.
Mr. Nash asked if the new bridge is there.

Mr. Lanz stated that the old railroad bridge is being taken down and rehabilitated and turned into a pedestrian bridge and put back.  He added that it is a $4M project.   

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the construction plans for the Ohio River Greenway Public Access Project, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
2. Mickey Thompson re: Sidewalk cuts and boring permit request for AT&T in alley on W. Market St.

Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with AT&T and the Hampton Inn has requested fiber optics and this is what the phone company will have to do to install it.  He explained that they can do a boring in the alley that was recently paved and they will have to remove a section of sidewalk there so they’ve agreed to replace that sidewalk in whole.  He said that they assured him that they would put in enough conduit when they do the boring so if they have to do something again they won’t have to disturb it because it will already be in place.  He then recommended approval.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the sidewalk cut, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

3. Joe Ham re: Update on storm water
Mr. Ham stated that there was a situation that created flooding on Cherry Street and West Street on Sunday evening during the heavy rain events. He explained that the crew discovered that a 10 foot in diameter corrugated metal pipe that was installed when I-64 was constructed had failed.  He said that it collapsed about 75 feet of that particular pipe and the backwater effect due that collapse affected homes on Cherry Street and West Street. He stated that they called in a private contractor about 7:30 p.m. that evening and by 11:00 p.m. he was able to relieve the obstruction.  He said that by 11:30 p.m. the water that was in the alley at Cherry Street and West Street had subsided.  He said that it is open but there are some concerns about its location next to the interstate and the safety of the embankment.   He also said that Jorge Lanz with JTL will be looking at that particular project and working with the state in order to get this project taken care of.  He explained that one of the things of consideration is the fact that not only is it a large pipe but it is somewhere between 15-18 feet below the surface so in some points it may be as deep as 30 feet.  He said that it is flowing now so those homes on Cherry Street and West Street do have some relief.  He also said that the other concern is the flood stage coming up tomorrow so that backwater effect is already affecting Joe Kraft Park and Billy Herman Park.
Mr. Nash asked how he was made aware of this.

Mr. Ham stated that he had looked at why that particular intersection was flooding and found about 150 feet of ground and trees had dropped about 10 feet.   

Mr. Nash asked if he had any idea how much rain we had.

Mr. Ham stated that he thinks that we had five inches rain since the 23rd of December.  He also stated that he heard that this year will be the fourth wettest rain year in recorded history for Louisville.
4. Mickey Thompson re: Armstrong Bend and Old Ford Road closed

Mr. Thompson explained that Armstrong Bend and Old Ford Road are under water now so they’ve been closed.  He said that there are barricades and signs out to alert the public.  He stated that the riverfront is closed off for high water as well but is supposed to crest on Wednesday so we shouldn’t have to put any pump houses in. 
5. Krisjans Streips re: Contract with Beam, Longest & Neff, LLC

Mr. Streips presented an engineering services contract with Beam, Longest & Neff, LLC for the Comprehensive Plan and New Albany Zoning Ordinance Update.  He said that the code is very outdated and has become an issue over the years and the money has been appropriated to do this so he requested that the board approve it.  He added that it will take approximately a year or so to do because it is pretty extensive work to update a comprehensive plan and incorporate a zoning code into it.
Mr. Duggins stated that it would be subject to final review by the legal department.
Mr. Nash asked to get copies of the appendixes. 
Mr. Duggins said they are being finalized and he will have them to present to the board for signatures.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to review by the legal department, Mr. Thompson, motion carries.

6. Dave Duggins re: Contract with Boice.net

Mr. Duggins explained that he has a contract with Boice.net not to exceed $168,000.00 for WiFi for downtown and should be subject to final review of the legal department.  He said that he doesn’t have the final contract yet but the resolution to move the money was approved by the council at their last meeting.
Mr. Nash asked what is defined as downtown.

Mr. Mike Hall stated that it is six blocks by six blocks and starts at Hauss Square and moves east and then six blocks south and it also covers the riverfront.
Mr. Duggins stated that they are using this as a pilot project and would like to expand it to all of our parks but this is a controlled area.  He also stated that Boice.net is a local based New Albany firm that is well versed in handling this.  He said that we have a great relationship with TWC and Duke and Duke is allowing us use their poles for the system and TWC will be the yearly service provider.  
Mr. Nash asked how it will work.

Mr. Duggins stated that if you are on your iPhone or iPad you will be able to log in and a page will come up for you to agree to the terms and conditions.

Mr. Nash asked if it will be password protected.

Mr. Duggins replied no, you will just have to agree to the terms.

Mr. Mike Hall stated that there will be a phone number on that page for Boice.net to help if someone is having trouble logging in.
Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve subject to the final contract being reviewed by the legal department, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

APPOINTMENTS: 

BIDS:

Bid Award for Phase 2 of Dog Park

Mr. Duggins stated that we received two quotes and recommended awarding to Dan Christiani, Inc.  He said we are awarding the base quote $116,790.00.  He also said that we are adding Alternate No. 1 (Trails “B”) which was $12,135.00 and excluding Alternate No. 2 (Trails “C”) which was $89,675.00 and accepting Alternate No. 3 (Disc Golf) which was $19,230.00 and excluding Alternate No. 4 (Pond Liner) which was $41,590.00 for a total of $148,155.00.
Mr. Nash asked about the construction timeline.
Mr. Duggins stated that it will begin as soon as the weather permits but will not be finished until late fall in 2016.

Mrs. Cotner-Bailey moved to approve the bid from Dan Christiani, Inc. for the base quote and alternates 1 and 3 in the amount of $148,155.00, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes for December 22, 2015, Mrs. Cotner-Bailey second, motion carries.
